Ms. Pauline Jewett (New Westminster—Coquitlam): The
Minister himself said in response to the Special Joint Commit­
tee’s Recommendation No. 17 that “The Government has the 
global arms trade under constant scrutiny”. Why does the 
Government not have the Canadian arms trade under constant 
scrutiny?
