shall be necessary with respect to such Petitions, Bills
and matters.

The Committee,unless it be otherwise ordered by the
Senate, shall meet on the next sitting day/ after their
ggpointment and choose their chairman, and five of the
nators on such Committee shall constitute a quorum,

All questions before the (fommittee shall be decided by

the majority of voices, inclading the voice of the Chair-
man, who shall have no cakting vote.
