They
left this town on Tuesday evening last
for Quebec, and sailed on the Empress
for Tarnipol, Russia, as third-class
passengers. The others booked at To-
ronto. They were Thomas and Mrs.
two - children .and the four
months old son of Thomas . -Leach,
whose mother died a short time ago,
and whom: the Browns were taking to
an aunt in the old country, and Miss
May White, a young lady who had been
a resident of Galt for two years as an
employe of the Crown Hat Company,
and who was returning to her home at
Payne, Eng.

Brantford Man Passenger.
Robert Law of = Brantford, until a
short time ago a resident of Galt, was
also a passenger. Mr. Law paid a fare-
well visit to a number of his friends
here on Sunday. He was going to his
home for a vacation. Mr. Law had
been employed at Woolworth’s store
here and had been transferred to the
Brantford store. Thomas and Mrs.
Burrows, who lived on Beverley street,
sold out their belongings two weeks
ago, and last Saturday Mr. Burrows
went to Toronto and booked passage for
his wife, two children and himself.
