TiOiidoti, Burvpyed in 1820, cnntnined in 1850, 5,121 inhnbi-

taiU.s : twelve cliiiroliop, of which three were brick ; sevorol bank

agcncit'9 and iiisiirnnco companies ; llireo fouiidriew ; with other

works of various sorts, among tliem a large conch factory ; three

newtspiipers ; a brick school house (in which I saw last autumn,

close on 000 ficholnrs), erected ot a cost of CI,700. Of the

handsomeness of its buildings I need say nothing, for this is re-

cognized by nil who visit it. Tho census just taken shows a

population of 7,1713.

Turning aside a little from the road by which wo have been lead-

ing you, wo come on Gait, a beautiful town, which from 1,000 inha-

bitants in 1845, had risen iu 1850 to 2,200 ; with six churches
;

two bank agencies ; two iiews))apers ; a paper mill, and nimierous

manufactories. Within three miles of Cn\\t is Preston, a thriving

town, containing a population of 1,150.

Seventeen miles North East from Gait, stands the town of

Guelpli, of which tho survey was commenced only in 1827, and

whose papulation, numbering 700 in 1843, reached in 1850, 1,860.

This liaiid-iomo town cciuained in the latter year seven churches
;

2 bank agencies; several insurance offices; tiiree gridt mills ; a

saw null ; a carding and fulling mill ; a Hiundry ; a woollen fac-

tory ; four tanneries ; a grammar eciiool, a library nnd reading room,

and two newspapers.

Tho town of Stratford contained in 1840 only about a dozen

houses—it has now a population of 1,000.
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
