wire for the reasons that it breaks the galvanising, jams the wood and
does not leave the wires free to move in ease of a sudden jar on the fence
nor when contraction or expansion takes place due to cold or heat. The
wins will rust and bn-ak. the post rot and the fence will be less durable
and subject to a greater outlay for repairs. '
