WORK ON NEW INTAKE
5 FURTHER umm;

New Specifications Must Be Pre-
pared, and Tenders Will Be
Again Advertised For,

——

A new dificulty has cropped up in
the way of laying the duplicate intake,
and the work will be delayed two or
three weeks. City Engineer Rust ana
he board of water experts have re-
ported to the acting-mayor that the

specifications under which it was pro-
posed to lay the pipe will have to be
revised, and some changes made in the
blans, This means that new tenders
will have to be called for, and that
tWo or three weeks wili elapse before
operations are commenced.

The specifications criticised by the
boarc_l of experts were Prepared by the
city “engineer and approved by the
board of control. Tenders have been
advertised for thereon and were to Le
in by Monday, July 3.

The experts took exception to these
specifications on two points, the place
on shore™rom which the pipe should
start, and the manner of laying and
securing it on the bottom. |

City Engineer Rust wanted to locate
the junction of the new pipe with the
old at a point midway between the fil-
tration plant and the pumping station.
The experts decided that the junction
should be located the filtration
plant. It was decided that this plan
should be adopted. The method adopt-
ed of securing the pipe on the bottom’
wiil b2 a compromise between the !
plan of the city engineer and that of |
the board of experts. The pipe 1s to
bz laid in .a trench and sheet! piling,
cpaced eight feet apart, is to be driven
alongside for the first eighteen hundred i
feet of its length. This means that on
each side there will be a space of one
foot between the pipe and the piling. |
This space is to be filled with concrete,
which will also be lald over the top
of the pipe.

The experts approved of ‘the design
of intake crib prepared by the city
engineer. The new intake is to be lo-
cated northwest of the old one.

The acting-mayor claime that the
misunderstanding and any delay con- |
sequent thereon are' due to the city
engineer.

“The specifications prepared by Mr,
Rust came before the board of control
and were approved,” sald the acting-
mayor. “I understood that they were
to be submitted to the experts, and it
was .only a couple of days ago that I
learned the city engineer had not done;
this. |
‘“The experts passed a resolution that |
the specifications had not been sub-
mitted to them and were not in ac-
cordance with their plans and that they
would not hold themselves responsible |
for them.” ]

ity Engineer Rust claims that he!
understood the city council only adopt- |
ed the recommendation of the experts
that a new intake should be laid and |
that it was left to him to prepare plans |
and specifications for the work. |

New gpecifications are to hei pre- |
pared immeédiately in accordance' with |
the suggestions of the experts, They |
will prechably be ready by Monday, af-
