Feb. 20—The need 'tor re-
victualling Germany is really urgent,
according to the report just made by
a group of.fourteen British officers,
who visited various parts of Ger-
many recently for the purpose of con-
ducting a special official investiga-
tion of the situation.

“{t is still impossible to gauge the
period within which Germany’s mili-
pary power could revive, altno there
is no6 immediate danger on this score,”
says the report. “The social and po-
litical condition of Germany is suffi-
ciently stable to guarantee the orderly
distribution of food, but so long .as
Germany is :still an epemy country
which has not signed peace, it would
be inadvisable to rémove-the menace
| of starvation by a tpo sudden abun-
idant supply of food.”

It
was this that made certain Liberals
go into the Union cabinet and made
certain members supporters of the
Uuion: government, This was the
case espegially of the Unionist mem-
bers from the western Provinces. This
governed the action of Hon. J. A.
Calder from Saskatchewan. Now
that Sir Wilfrid is gone the Unionists
are nore of them too sure of their
future, Take the case of Sir Thomas
White. Nobody now doubts’ that Sir
Robert Borden had no great desire
to return to Canada to carry on the
work of leading the government, and
that he had practically arranged  to
turn over the task to Sir Thomas
White at the right moment, and that
this was about the moment. But Sir
‘Thomas White knows now that with
the death of Sir Wilfrid the attitude
of Liberals in the Union government
and Liberal members supporters of
Union government may suddenly
¢hange, and that it woald be much
more difficult to hold things together.

Whiskey Delivered in Lin-
coln Constituency Just
Before Election Was Or-
dered by Employe of On-
tario License Commis-
sioners’ Department.

St. Catharines, Feb. 20.—The trial of
the Homer liquor case here today was
most remarkable for what was not
disclosed, altho the evidence permitted
to come out amounted to a revela-
tion of illicit liquor traffic most piti-
ful and scandalous in connection with
the administration of the Ontario
temperance act.

The evidence given in open court
pointed to the money of the license
commissioners to the amount of $3,200
being paid for the truckload of liguor
delivered in Homer a couple of days
before the St. Catharines by-eleciton.
The cheque for this amount was not
produced and both prosecution and
defence refused to say by whom it
was cashed, wiether it was cashed or
passed on to thie owner of the whiskey,
or who he was, The oniy cheque pro-
duced was one of $200 to cover a re-
.rpnd for a shortage on' delivery of
eigat cases at the price of $40 a case.

This cheque was made by Lavell, one
of the men who delivered tae . whiskey,
at Homer and endorsed by Smith, his
partner. They went on to Buffalo
from Homer and were arrested at-
Queenston bridge on the return trip.

Was the Money Paid?

The doubt remairing +at the close
of the trial was whether the $8,200
was handed to a bonafide vendor of
the liquor in Toronto or elsewhere.

Until this doubt is cleared up the
whole transaction from beginning to
end must, remain cnveloped in mys-
cery and suspicion. A tag from one
of the cases, which Chief License In-
spector Ayearst, who was present as
a witness and assistant tc the crown
attorney, has in his pocket, reads:

“Thé Grimm Manufacturing Co.,
Maple Tree' Growers' Association, 50
Wellington - street, Montreal. To
Messrs. Lowell Bros., Toronto, Ont.”

Mr, Ayearst expressed the opinion
in answer .to a question that this is
a fictitlous business title, The liquor
was not traced beyond Toronto, and
no attempt appears to have been made
to trace it to Montreal.

NOBLEST VEHICLE
OF PUBLIC THOUGHT

Novelist at Lowell  Centenary,
Says English Is Now Uni-
versal Language.

New York, Feb. 20.—John Gals-
worthy, the English novelist, was the
principal speaker here tonight at the
memorial dinner .of the American
Academy of Ants and Letters, held as
a part of the James Russell Lowell
centenary celebration,

The event brought together perhaps
the most notable gathering of British,
Canadian, Australian and American
men of letters 4and arts. in the his-
tory of the country.

Other speakers dincluded Maunice
| Hutton, professor of Greek amd prin-
cipal of University College, Toronto,
and Professor Brander Matthews, of
Columbia’ University. Elihu Root pre-
sided. :
| Taking for his theme Lowell's fee .-
ing for the English tongue, which he
described as “perhaps the noblest ve.
hicle of public thought that ever ex-
isted,” . Mr. Galsworthy asserved that
one of the greatest results of thé war
had been the ‘‘promotion 6f our com-
mon tongue to the position of the
universal language.” 1

He urged against permitting post-
war reconstruction to be formed and
guided “solely by the spirit of the
market place.” And characterizing as
disingenuous the various national pro-
pagandas of wartime, he said that the
only two forms of propaganda which
could ‘defy 'the cross examination of
time were the “rectitude and magne-
nimity, of a, country's conduct” and
“¢he work of the thinker and ai‘rviﬂt."
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
