Lynd. Ald. Lynd was presumed in the
minds of some to be guilty, and in
the minds of others to be innocent, and
a verdict should be given for or against
him.

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Impressive Scenes in City Streets —
Resolutions-Declare That Jews
Must Fight for Life.

New York, Dec. 4.—One “undred
thousand Jews, each wearing .a band
of crepe on the léft arm, marched uvn-
der a myriad of black banners thru the
principal streets of the east side to-
day, accompanied by bands playing
dirges; in memory of the Jews mas-
sacred in Russia. Hundreds of wo-
men and children, grouped in ainging
bands, were scattered thruout theleng
parade.

Immediately following the police,
who headed the procession, came Scv-
eral hundred boy synagogue singers,
chanting a dirge. In the long proces-
sion, which wound thru the narrgw
east side streets behind these boys,
there were 114 labor, socialistic and
Russian revolutionary organizations.
One small band of men, women #nd
children, at whose approach nearly
every head among the spectators was
bared, were the survivors of the Kis-
hineff®#massacres,

Mingled everywhere with the hun-
dreds of black flags,  which made al-
most a canopy overethe paraders, was
stars and stripes and the flag of Zion—
a six-pointed blue star on a white
field. From shop door and tenemenat
house windows which “overlook+d inhe
procession = flew thousands of crepe
streamers.

One of the most impressive fsatures
of the parade was the march across
Williamsburg Bridge of 20,000 Jews
As they crossed the
great centre of the bridge their black
flags could be seen and the sad music
heard far and up and down the East
River.

The procession marched to the plaza
in Union-square, where it resolved
itself mto a mass meeting to formulate
resolutions. Brief but terse resolu-
tions were read by their leaders to the
thousands of paraders. The voling
was done orally, with a great shout,
in which the resolutions yere adopted
unanimously. After outlifing the Rus-
sian atrocities and calling upom the
United States to interfere in bzha.f of
the Jew, the resolutions continue:

“To our overwhelming shame, dis-
appointment and sorrow, we realize
that eternal vigilance is the price of
the Jewish life, and we urge our peo-
ple to take up arms against their as-
sailants and if need be; to sell their
lives most dearly. We call Jews ev-
erywhere to the defence of the Jewish
people.”

Berlin, Dec. 4—A despatch to The
Lokal- Anzeiger from Kieft, vin Podwo~
loczyska, Dec, 3, noon, says: A strike
has broken out in the ,shops of the
Southwestern Railway, and in all the
factories, The great mass meetings
held in the Polytechnic Institute have
caused the authorities to close the in-
stitute.

All the newspapers are subject to the
etrictest censorship, and °the radical
publications consequently are not ap-
pearing.

The newspapers are allowed only to
report facts, and must not print ex-
pressions ,of sympathy with the. tele-

Jews Mourn Dead.

Warsaw, Dec. 4.—The Jews of War-
sew to-day are mourning fur the vic-
timg of the massacres. The shops are
closed and services are being held in
the synagogues. According to official
Jewish information massacres of Jews
occurred in one hundred ang thirty lo-
calities in Russia.

Berlin Cut Off.
Berlin, Dec. 4—No news was received
here to-day from St, Petersbhurg.

May Mean Work for Trepoff.

Paris, Dec, 4—A despatch to The
Temps from St. Petersburg, dated Sun-
days Dec. 3, vVia Edytkuhnen, East
Prussia, to-day, says:

“The strike of the post and telegraph
employes is general, the government re-
maining unyielding before thes demands
of the strikers.

“rphis gituation may be prolonged for
several days, but it is doubtful if it
will terminuate peacefully. Again the
word dictator is circulated, as during
the early days of November. General
Trepoff is said to be ready to return to
the scene and restore order by a system
of arrest and fusilades, Interior Min-
ister'Durnovo is in full accord with Tre-
poff, and is gradually separating him-
gelf from Count Witte, who is now com-
mitted to take his policy from the
Zemstvoists of Moscow. The latter are
couriterbalanced here by the new con-
servative ang moderate parties, includ-
ing the great financial proprietors of
-the new law and order societies.

«These business elements are tired of
submittin gto the tyranny of the prole-
tariat, the peaceful population is weary
of being at the mercy of robbers and
tramps, and the military are intensely
disgusted with having to do police ser-
vice, which exposes them to the insults
of the crowds, and they are insisting
on orders being given to the troops to
put down the disorders, all of which
indicates that the elements of stern re-
pression are gradually getting the up-
per hand.”

New Version of Kiefi Fighting.

Vienna, Dec., 4—The Tageblatt pub-
lishes a communication from Odessa,
whi¢h was conveyed by boat to Pod-
nolezyska,Galicia, and thence telegraph-
ed, saying that travelers arriving - at
Odessa from Kieff report that a serious
fight occurred there last Friday between
engineers and Cossacks. The fight oc-
curred in front of the arsenal, and
many hund reds were killeg or wound-
ed.

The Neue Freie Presse publishes a de-
spatch, evidently referring to the same
oceurrence, saying that the engineers
refused to work as telegraphers, where-
upon the trouble began. Five hundred
armed men left their barracks and par-
aded the streets, where they were Join-
ed by a crowd of workmen. <Near the
railroad station the mutineers engaged
three hundred Cossacks and drove them
off. ¢

Later, in the Jewish quarter, the mu-
tineers faced an infantry regiment,
which fired two volleys, killing 165 per-
sons and wounding many. The remain-
der of the mutineers surrendered.

Military Telegraph Working.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 3, via. Berlin,
De¢. 4.—Only the military telegrams
between Moscow, Viborg (Fintar:d)
and Tsarskoe Selo are working. Sev-
eral factories are again in operation.
The streets are full of life and there
have been no excesses. The feeling of
depression is somewhat lessenad.

An Odessa Farewell.

Berlin, Dec. 4.—Just before tcle-
grapic communication with Odessa
ceased the following was received Ly
the operators here:

“This is the last telegram you will
receive, as your Russian comrades are
going cn strike. We wish ourselves
luck in a better position, In the meén-
time, farewell.”
