Winnipeg, April 2.—Those who had the 
idea that because Premier Greemiway de­
layed before making answer to the Re­
medial Order,he was weakening,will pro­
bably find themselves mistaken. The Tri­
bune, which speaks with authority,being 
the organ of Mr. Greenway’s Government, 
says to-night ;

“There is not the slightest truth in 
the report of a division in the local Cabi­
net on the school question. Each member 
is resolute in his determination to stand 
by the National schools, no matter what 
tho issue may, be. To yield any sugges­
tion» as to the appointment of a commis­
sion, or making a compromise, would, 
it is comsidered, be perfectly suicidal and 
would never be approved by the public. 
The Government fully recognizes that it 
has1 a mandate from the people of Mani­
toba to stand, by the Public schools sys­
tem, and there is no more intention of 
departing from that mandate than there 
is, of handing over the government of the 
province to the Roman Catholics. Mani­
toba counts upon the hearty support of 
Ontario in the struggle, as Ontario must 
recognize that if the clergy of Quebec are 
allowed to force Separate schools on 
Manitoba that a blow will be struck 
at equal right» in Canada from which 
the country will never recover. It is felt 
by our Government that the right-think­
ing people of Canada will never permit the 
French people of Quebec to have their 
way in this case and trample provincial 
rights under their feet. While the Gov­
ernment will take the very best advice it 
can obtain in the case and give due 
weight to all considerations, still there 
will be no weakening, and when the time 
comes it will be seen that the Govern» 
ment will stand resolutely by the na­
tional schools.” k

No Time far Compromises.
Editorially The Tribune calls on the 

Liberals of Ontario to pronounce on the 
school question and stand by national 
schools. It warns them that they are 
wasting time to suggest compromise, 
and adds : “ Commissions of investiga­
tion and all the other proposed compro­
mises need only be mentioned to be dis­
missed. It is no time for compromises. 
The national schools must be maintained 
in their integrity, or the strife that is 
now raging will be intensified and perpe­
tuated.”

One of the most interesting civil ac­
tions ever tried, in Canada is likely to be 
brought before the courts as a sequel to 
the murder of W. H. Hemdershott at St. 
Thomas, for which crime John Hender- 
ehott and W. P. Welter are now under 
sentence of death at St. Thomas. It was 
proven at the trial that the murder of 
young Hendenshott was merely the final 
act of the conspiracy entered into by 
the two prisoners, when the $11,000 in­
surance was placed on the life of the vic­
tim a few weeks before. The premiums 
were made payable to John Hendershott, 
since convicted of the murder. David 
Hendershott, the father of the dead 
youth, has now notified the Mutual Re­
serve Fund Life Association of New 
York, and the Covenant Mutual of Gales­
burg, Ill., of his intention to enter suit 
for the amount of the policies. It is also 
understood that suit will be entered by 
the relatives of ,Jbhn Hendershott. The 
companies have declined to pay the 
policies, claiming that when the premi­
ums* were paid the “removal” of the in­
sured man had been decided upon, and 
that to pay the policies would be to 
place a premium upon murder.

They were then huddled Into 
hope cars like sheep and* arrived In the 
edty late Mionday evening. They had been 
here bu,t a few minutes when it dawned 
upon them that they were the victims of 
a swindler. Peocii endeavored to paoify 
them and restore their confidence, but 
when this was seen to be a hopeleeé* task, 
he made efforts to escape.
