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JOE CHAMBERLAIN’S SPEECH.

The Germans Do Not Know Exaectly
What to Make of It.

Berlin, May 21.—Public attention in this
country has been temporarily diverted from
the war between Spain and the United
States to the significafit speech recently
made at Birmingham by Mz. Joseph Cham-
beriain, the British Secretary of State for
the Colonies. The bulk of opinion since the
text of the speech has been available cor-
responds 10 the utterances of Prince Bis-
march on the subject telegraphed to the
Aseociated Press on Weduesday last, when
tbe former Chancellor was quoted as say-
ng: . :

“*The lmportance thereof depends upon
whether Mr. Chamberiain’s private opinions
are those of the British Government. Clos-
er Anglo-American relations are doubtless
feasible, but an alliance is improbable and
unserviceable to both. Germany’'s duty,
plainly, is to maintain her interests by care-
fully nursing the good neighborshop of the
Buropean nations.”’

Serious diplomaté say they do not belleve
that an Anglo-American alliance-is feasible,
except, possibly for purely pacific and de-
fensive purposes. They utferly repudiate
thé idea of Germany joining such an alll-
ance.

The Government is cautious in expressing
an opinion on the subject, but is inclined to
be friendly towards Mr. Chamberiain's de-
clarations, The Schiesische Zeitung, one of
the-leading semi-official papers, says:

“It is a mistake to undervalue & man
who so intimately knows and expresses tne
ideas and wishes of his countrymen. Iar
from being an espression of Great Britain’s
weakness and embarrassments, the speech
must be regarded as the expression of a
political Jeader who Is 8o sure of the
strength of his country that he does not

 hesitate to point out weak places.””

The Liberal press favors a friendlier un-
derstanding between the two countries, Mt
even the most favorable of the papers do
not go to the length of advocating an al-
liance with Great Britain, still less with
the United States.
