Revelations at Junction as to American Combine Methods Being Introduced—
Representative of Canada Publishing Company Admits Their Books
Are Sold Below Cost and Makes Peculiar Offer.

A sensation was sprung at a meet-
ing of the Toronto Junction School
Management Committee on Saturday
evening, when representatives of two
yival bock publishing houses present-
ed themselves face to face with the
members of the committee to set forth
the merits of their respective publica-
tions. The committee had met
transact business in their usual room,
but an intimation having gone abroad
that there were likely to be develop-
ments that would make the meeting
an eventful one, the attendance was
so large that an adjournment to the
neat and more commodicus town hall
was deemed advisable. Among those
present were several of the lady teach-
ers and others interested in the
scholastic affairs of the Junctiom
and it is safe to say that they will
not soon forget the forensic argument
made on behalf of the rival publish-

ers. What added particular interest

to the argument was the fact that it
was by no means narrow in ifs scope;
that it broadened into a dispute as to
whether or not Canadian workman-
ship should be protected against
foreign competition in the matter of
furnishing books to Canadian school
children. And not only that, but also
to the more serious matter of a viola-
tion of a government contract.

The Rival Compnanies.

The two companies in question wére
George N. Mcorang & Co., Limited,
and the Canada Publishing Co., and
a sensational feature of the argument
submitted by their representatives was
the production of a proof sheet of the
Canada Company’'s primer taken from
the printing press in New York by
Mr. Morang, who said to the meet-
ing, holding it up at the same time,
“Here is what is supposed, under the
terms of contract, to be published in
Canada.” The production of the sheet,
and the explanation of Mr. Morang
and Mr. Saul of the Morang Company,
in regard to the relative merits of
the primers, seemed to convince the
members that the primer they had at
present was up to the mark in every
respect, and that any change would be
fll-advised, especially when the object
of competiticn was of foreign produc-
tion. A notabhle point brought out was
an admission by Mr. Locheed, repre-
senting the Canada Company, that his
company were selling their primers be.
Jow cost for the purpose, as he sadd,
of supplying a good bock. But the
members seemed to doubt the miotive
of such seeming philanthropy and were
rather inclined to the opinion that the
object was to endeavor to squeeze out
a thoroly Canadian  work. They
strongly resented the idea of American
handiwork being imported in viola-
tion of the law and at the conclusion
demonstrated their sympathy in no un-
certain way with the Morang Com-

pany.
Meritn of the Systems,

After transacting some routine busi-
ness, Chairman Joy announced that
two deputations were waiting to ad-
dress the meeting with regard to the
phonic reading primers in use in the
town schools.

Trustee Rice suggested that before
hearing from either deputation it would
be advisable to have Principal Wilson
express his views on the matter,

This was agreed upon, .and the prin-
cipal then proceeded to expound his
ideas respecting the relative merits of
the rival systems advanced by the
books in question. In opening, Prin-

Icipal Wilson said he was glad that
iMr. Locheed was present, as he would
like him to advance some argumcnt in
favor of the Ontario phonic primer,
Jjust published by the Canada Publish-
ing Company, and authorized by the
Department of Education. He said
that before coming to the meeting he
had carefully compared this primer
with the “Modern Phonic Primer,"”
published by the George N. Morang
Company, Limited, of this city, and
which had been for some time in use
in the Junction schools. He said he
had had no hand in the preparation
of cither book, and was entirely un-
biased. To facflitate explanation, he
would call the one primer ‘“Canada,”
and the other ‘“Morang.”
Favored Morang Primer.

Some days ago Mr. Liocheed had call-
ed upon him, he iremarked, advisiog
him as to the two primers, and. as a
result ot this, Mr. Wisson had ask.d
the six primary teachers to compare
the two jpooks and make notes of the
resuits ot their examination. On the
previcus Friday ¢vening the teachers

! which were unanimousiy in favor of
the Morang primer. Continuing, the

esting technic: points in which . he
aind the six primary teachers had con-
cluded that the Morang primer was
distinctly superior to the Canada. He
thought  that the arrangement of the
Canada primer was bau, the lessons
jumping from easy subjects to difficult
ones, and vice versa, while in many
of tne lessons sounds were introduced
which had not been taught; these de-
fects he did not find in the Morang
books- Again, he thought that too
many subjects were crowded on one
page in the Canada bock, which wuas
opposed to the modern principle of
tcaching one thing at a time. Another
advantage that the Moiang primer
possessed was that it had 15 pages of
lessons in script style, which, altho it
was in the vertical style, was at least
better thap having no script at all as
in the Canada. He greatly admired the
illustrations of the Canada, and ad-
mitted that they were superior to the
Morang primer, stating also that the
binding and cover were also Dbetter.
The literature of the lessons in the
Canada was beautiful and quite true
to nature. Both the primers, he said,
were away beyond the book that had
been hitherto in use for years, but. for
beginners and teachers' help, he was
in favor of the Morang text book. In
conclusion, Principal Wilson said it

The Canada primer, he said, was any-
thing on earth but a phonic primer,
as it professed to be. Mr. Saul then
proceeded to make some sensational re-
marks about the famous school book
ring, among other things, saying: “For
years past the publication of school
books in Ontario has been in the hands
of three firms, the Canada Publishing
Company, the Copp-Clark Company and
the W. J. Gage Company, Limited,
while the leading officials of the Can-
ada Publishing Company were infimate-
ly connected with the other two firms.

Mr. Locheed has read, one has
under consideration an ofer to enter
the employ of one or other of these
firms, while the other has already re-
signed his position to do so.

Published in Toronto,

_“The Morang primer, before publica-
tion, was submitted to the criticism of
several practical teachers, and it was
|entirely prepared and published in To-
ronto. The primer previously used in
the schools of Ontario was such a
travesty on a reader that immediately
after its publication the Morang prim-
jed was extensively uszd by teachers
|as a supplementary reader, even tho by
{80 doing the law was technically
| broken. The effect was such that the

!pe]led to authorize the use of the prim-
jer in the schools of Ontario. From
‘the time this had been done the school

Must Be Made in Ontario.

“Before text books are authorized
there is a contract signed by the Minis-
ter of Education and the publisher
and ratified by an order in Council.
| This contract stipulates in the most
explicit terms that all the work in
!connection with the production of the
jhnok must be done in Ontario. You

could not get a more binding cdlause
|than that contained in the contract
with regard to the work being done
at home. Then there is a Copyright
Act which declares that before a Cana-
dian copyright can be granted the
book must be either printed and
published or reprinted and republish-
ed in Canada; a declaration to that
effect must be made by the publisher
before any book can be copyrighted.

“The labor situation is better in Can-
ada, I believe, than in the States. The
cost of living is not so high, and the
leabor market is in a more normal con-
dition. However, 1 take a very com-
placent view of the situation in the
labor world. I cannot see that the
condition of labor is not improving an-
liually. I cannot see any particular
danger in combinations of capital, ex-
cept in so far as it atfects the prices
of necessaries of life. If those were
carried to greater extremes trouble
might result, but as a general proposi-
tion the horizon is clear. The coal strike
is the only disturbing factor, and the
people can be trusted to adjust that.
These fierce struggles between capital
{and labor are productive of good re-
sults. For instance, this coal strike is
certain to force an arbitration law in
many States, and. perhaps, a federal
law. So the good overbalances the evil
in these harsh strikes.

Canada rerging Ahead.

““Altogether, Canada has much to be
icongratulated over in an industrial,
commmercial and labor way. She has no
destitute population—no very poor peo-
ple such as you find in the congesied
districts on the other side. Her com-
merce is extending, and her internal
condition is improving.” I found in the
Northwest much improved conditions,
and the crowding of the vast western
prairies with a sturdy population is
naving a good effect generally.
The Toronto union is finely officered
and made up of good men generally.
The street car system is a credit to any
city, and 1 believe the situation will re-
main peaceful for a iong time, as the
company and the men are getting clos-
er together every day.”

Previous to the arrest the detective, |
in company with County Crown At-j‘
torney Dgnahue, Doctors Lawrence and |
Duncombe of this city, and Doctor‘,
Webster of Bismarck, visited the ceme- |
tery and had the body exhumed. ™
After examination of the shot wounds
it was concluded that it .would be im- |
possible for them to be self-inflicted. A !
visit was then made to the Freeman
home, and-King put thru all his al-
leged movements after hearing the |
shot on-the day of the tragedy. !
After talking the matter over with
Detective Murray the suspected man}
broke down and acknowledged that |
he had shot young Freeman because
he was jealous of him. In telling his
story King said he crept up stairs in
the drive house and took aim at Free-
man’s eyes and shot him. He then
called Mr. and Mrs. Freeman and told
them that “Willie had shot himself.”
King was brought to the county jail
here last night by Detective Murray
to await the outcome of the inquest
at Rodney to-morrow. He is about 25
years of age and a Barnardo Home
boy, and has been with the Freemans
over six years.
Detective Murray’s Story.
Detective Murray conversed with The
Wworld Sunday night. The detective
said King is a product of the Fegan
Boys'’ Home in Toronto, and had been
with Mr. Freeman for seven years.
The murdered lad was adopted by Mr.

Freeman when he was six o

months old, and had grown up to be a
very useful and well-liked assistant
about the farm, so much so that the
Fegan boy was extremely jealous of
his position. - Both boys, however, got
along well together until last Tuesday,
the day of the tragedy, when Mr.
Freeman loaded a quantity of peaches
for market. The murdered boy got
the load ready, while King hitched the
horses. When Mr. Frecman drove off
the younger boy, the adopt.d son, went
upstairs in the drive shed to make
a* pin for the gate, When Mr, Frea-
man got a short distance away he
heard a report of a gun, but concluded
it was someone shooting black saquir-
rels, and went on.
Say James Shot Himself.

The boy King went into the house
and told Mrs. -Freeman that James had
shot hims€lf, and, going into the drive-
shed, Mr. Freeman, who, in the mean-
time had been called back, found
James sitting on a shaving hoise with
a wound in his right eye. 'The boy
died in a short time, and it was
thought at the time quite probable that
the shooting was accidental. The boy
was buried on Thursday,but suspicions
were freely expressed and a request
was sent to the Attorney-General that
Detective Murray be empowered to in-
vestigate. Mr. Murray arrived on Fri-
day and immediately had the body ex-
humed and a post-mortem examination
made. The detective saw that the shot
which killed young Freeman were wel
scattered, and he was convinced at the
outset that the death was not due to
an accident.

Accident Story Exploded.

“I went to the Freeman house,” Mr.
Murray went on, “and had King re-
late to me just how the shooting oc-
curred. I saw at a glance that it wag
impossible for the boy to shoot him-
self in view of the nature of the
wound. I had King show me where
the gun had been kept, and the posi-
tion of the gun when it was found
after the shooting. Finallv, after a
great many questions,I said that some-
one must have shot James; that he
could not have killed himself. ‘There
was nobody else; he must have done
it said King. I continued’ with this
mode of auestioning for some time,

and King finally began to cry and ad-

Rochester, Sept. 14.—Ethel B. Djngle,
a rarely pretty girl, lies dead fyom
a gaping wound in her throat, while
Loland Dorr Kent is at the Homeo-
pathic Hospital, his throat also
slashed, but not so seriously but that
tie will live. Kent's statement to the
coroners has not been made publie, but,‘
he claims that the ghil wounded him |
and then killed herself. His story is
doubted.

The couple came from Buffalo Jate
last night and registered at the Whit-
fcomb House as L. D. Kent and wife.
,"They were found in their room this
fmorn:ing, the girl dead, the man wild
| and raving. A razor was in the girl's
’left hand and several powerful drugs
| were found in small bottles in the
| room.

’ Detectives are guarding Kent, who
'would have graduated from the River-
side Hospital at Buffalo next year. He
|has a wife and little son in that city,
{and his father is general manager of

the Masonic Life Insurance of Buffalo.

The girl was a Canadian by birth,
and had been a nurse in Riverdale |
Hospital nearly four years, but was |
! discharged from there a few weeks|
|ago. The intimacy of the two dated
back only two months, and, according
to what can be secured of Kent's story,
the two agreed to die together. |

WAS SHE A TORONTO GIRL?

Kent's home in this city was in Far-
go-avenue, where he lived with his
father and mother and his young
wife and 2-year-old son. The Kents |
moved to this city three years ago
from Palmyra, N.Y., that their son
Leland might take the medical course
in the University of Buqalo. Young |
Kent was senior master in the Omega |
Epsilon Phi fraternity of the univer- |
gity. His mother said to-night tha(l
‘her son never drank, but that he fre-
| quently used strychnine hypodermi-
|cally as a stimulant. Last year Kent
occupied the place of one of the phy-
sicians of Riverside Hospital while
the latter was away on a vacation.
|It was then that he first met Miss
Dingle, who was employed as a nurse
in the hospital.

Miss Dingle was 22 years old, and |
described by those who knew her as a |
strikingly beautiful young woman. Her |
parents died when she was quite
yvoung. She had been econnected with
the staff of Riverside Hospital at var-
jous times during the last seven years,
and was very popular and highly re-
spected. Her grandparents, it is bé-
,lieved, live in Toronto, Ont.

Scattered Shot in Dead Lad’s Head Showed Impossibility of Suicide
Theory—Detective Murray on the Spot.

farm.”
E'vlllence at the Inquest,
‘An inquest was opened before
Coroner Dr. 8. M. Dorland of Rod-
ney on Wednesday, it being ordered
by the Crown Attorney on the strength
of the fact that no powder marks
could be found on the boy's face, altho
the shot had spread over an area of
six inches. It is stated- that a gun
discharged at so close a range, as
would have been necessary in young
Freeman's case, from the position he
was_in, could not possibly spread the
shot over such a wide area, nor could
such a thing occur without leaving
powder marks on the irjured part.
The lad's hat, a large stmaw’ one,
which was found on the floor of the
barn after the shooting, and the old
gun, are now in charge of one of the
Jurors at Rodney. The rim of the hat
from the outer edge inward to the
sweat band is completely perforated
with what appears to have been shot.
The gun is am old-timer, single-bar-
relled, and about four and a half feet
in length.
Murderer on the Stand.

Charles King, the first witness, testi-
fied that he had been with Mr. Free-
man for six and a half yearg. The
first he knew of anything wrong in
the drive barn was at noon when he
was near the house, after having har-
nessed Mr. Freeman's horse, Previous
to this he had helped Mrs. Freeman
to churn, and had taken out Mr. Free-
man's coat. After hearing the shot he
ran to the barn and went wupstairs,
where he found young Freeman on a
carpenter's sawhorse, sitting astride of
it with his head forward, one arm on
each side, while the gun ilay on tho
floor, with the butt lying towards and
