THE COMPANIES ACT,

Amendments Suggested Will Be
Considered Later by the Senatc.

Ottawa, June 16.—(Special.)-——When
the bill amending the Companies Act,
1902, was taken up in the Senate to-
day, Hon. Mr. Scott moved an amend~
ment giving companies power to pur-
chase businesses, lands and trade
marks, and to issue stock In pay-
ment thereon, provided the contract is
made before the date of the applica-
tion for letters patents, and that cop-
jes of all such contracts be kept for
inspection at the head office of the
company. He added a rider providing
that this should net invalidate any
letters patent already issued.

Senator Beique moved an amendment
to clause 18, which provides that no
action' can be taken till 10 per cent. ef
its ‘authorized capital has been sub-
scribed and paid for. Mr. Beique's
gmendment would give power to com~
mence operations when §25,000 was
subscribed, and paid for.

Senator Lougheed pointed out that
the present act prevents contracting
liability until 10 per cent. is subscribed
and paid for. This was a very rfer-
jous amendment. A company with a
very large capital might incur liabili-
ties far in excess of $25,000 without
having money to pay for them. At
Jeast 10 per cent. of the capital should
be subscribed.

Senator Beique agreed and amended
his amendment.

Hon. Mr. Scott suggested an amend-
ment providing that in case of in-
ereasing the value of shares, holders
of fractional shares should be paid
par value or a value set by the direc-
tors and sanctioned by bylaw, such
fractional shares being sold within one
month. .

Sir Mackenzie Bowell objected that
this took from the holder of fractional
shares his legal right to retain his inr
vestment if he wished. It was an in-
terference with the liberty of the sub-
Ject.

Hon. Mr. Scott said the majority al-
ways overruled. He altered the date
within which the sale of fractional
shares could be effected from one
month to three months. The com-
mittee reported progress. The amend-
ments will be printed and consider
at a subsequent sitting of the Senate
