“Russia is sound. She will weather the storm, and will start 
on a new day. The coming winter will be a hard one, undoubtedly, 
but Russia will survive, and will come into her own.”

Those were the cheering words given to The Advertiser today by Albert 
: McGarvey, just returned from Russia, who is spending his holidays with Mrs. 
McGarvey and Mr. and Mrs. Joseph Scandrett at Port Stanley. Mr. McGarvey 
arrived this week from Russia, and will be here for some weeks. He is feeling 
most optimistic over conditions.

Mr. McGarvey has large oil interests in the Caucasus mountains. His fields 
have not been threatened, as they are at least 500 miles from any battlefield.

Many Londoners engaged in training 
for various occupations in the United 
States who are returning across the 
border after, visiting here, are being re- 
quired to pay the $8 head tax demanded 
by the United States immigration of -| 
ficials of ail those entering that country 
to remain longer than six months. As 
they are not going across the border to 
remain there permanently, many of 
them feel that they are being taxed 
unjustly, and it is felt the question 
should be brought to the attention of 
authorities and a definite decision 
handed down as to who is actually 
liable to pay the tax.

Left To The Official.
According to information obtainable 

from railway officials in this city, the 
question of whether or not a person is 
required to pay the tax is left solely to 
the individual judgment of the immi­
gration official who inquires into that 
particular person’s case. Many who are 
able to satisfy the official that they are 
certain to return within six months are 
not asked to pay the tax, while others 
who are not able to satisfy the official 
that they are sure to return within the 
time limit, are required to hand over the 
8, which will be returned to them, if 
they do not remain longer than six 
months.

Strikes Students and Nurses.
In some cases it is felt that people 

crossing the border to remain longer 
than six months, but not intending to 
become permanent residents of the 
United States, should not be asked to 
pay the tax. as they are thus put on the 
same basis as the immigrant entering 
The country for permanent abode. Par­
ticularly are students and nurses-in- 
training and others who are pursuing 
studies or courses across the border af­
fected by the regulations, if they are to 
be interpreted in that way.

Those who pay the tax are given a 
receipt, and if they return through the 
same "port of entry" within six months. 
They need only to present their receipt 
to the immigration officials and the 
money is immediately refunded. Those 
who return through a different "port 
of entry" cannot, get an immediate re­
fund, but must send the receipt to the 
United States superintendent of lmmi-

sia changes from one form of government to another, of an exactly opposite 
type. The upheaval of a nation under such conditions is tremendous in its in- 
fluence, and it takes a long time for adjustment usually. I think Russia is 
making more rapid strides towards adjustment than would have been believed 
in normal times. She is sound at the heart, and that is now manifesting itself. 
It was natural in such an upheaval, that the extremists should get control of 
the Government. That is exactly what happened. The Pan-Socialists succeeded 
in running the Government, with the result that the condition of the country 
became more chaotic than ever.
