Mr. Clark: The Minister of Justice (Mr. Basford) says that
is flot truc. If he believes it is flot true, he bas a course open to
him: he can make a direct reference to the Supreme Court of
Canada of bill 101.

Some hon. Menihers: Hear, hear!

Mr. Clark: It is obvious that under the circumstances a
reference to the Supreme Court of Canada is the proper
course.

An hon. Member: Make it.

Mr. Clark: Someone, in ignorance of the law, says, "Make
it". 1 cannot make it; only the goverfiment can make it, and it
should make that reference now. Howcver, it wiII flot do so,
and the people of Canada who are affected by bill 101 will
wait and wait to know what their rights are, when the goverfi-
ment of Canada could obtain a judgment and a decision right
now.

Wc in the officiai opposition plcdgc ourselves, at the begin-
ning of this parliament, to make a continuing, positive contri-
bution to the work of this House. Wc will support positive
legislation and actions by this goverfiment. We will work to
improve its legisiation, as wc have donc, with cffcct, in the
past. Wc will work to ensure its consultation with the provin-
cial goverfiments, as wc have continually urged in the past.
However, wc will also demand that this governmcnt deal
directly witb the realities of Canada.

Our falling dollar is a symbol for ail the world to sec. We
know, the people of Canada know and thc nations of the world
know, that this govcrnment, through its incompetence, has
mismanaged our affairs, squandered our human and material
resources, mortgaged our future, generated regional alienation,
inspired social and cultural discord, and introduced insccurity
into the hearts of the people of Canada.

Mr. Clark: The tbrone speech has one prophetie section at
the very end. That is whcre it states, "Canada is now entering
a new era". The speech goes on to say, "It can be an era of
increasing confrontation, tension and division". That is what

we have had, and that is what we wilI continue to have with
this goverfiment.

An hon. Meinher: Finish the sentence.

Mr. Clark: I arn preparcd to finish the sentence. Howevcr,
the point 1 want to make to the hon. member, whose most
frequent intervention in this debate is to spcak from bis seat, is
that we have had in this country, almost cxclusivcly thanks to
the techniques and methods of this govcrnmcnt, a dccade of
confrontation. That bas been at the root of the problems of this
country. The hon. member wanted me to compîcte the phrase.
1 wiIl be delighted to do so, because the speech also suggests
that we can go on to an era "of cnhanced frccdom, co-opera-
tion and unity of purpose". That is what we will have when we
get rid of this government.

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear!

Mr. Clark: The Prime Ministcr is fond of speaking about
the necd for structural rcform in Canada. That phrase, "struc-
tural reform", appears again and again in the throne speech.
To take this country into the new era, of which the thronc
speech spcaks, onc fundamental structural rcform that is
needed-and that, sir, is to firc this government.

Mr. Clark: 1, therefore, move, seconded by my colleague,
the hon. member for York-Simcoe (Mr. Stevcns), that the
following be added to the Address in Reply to the Speech from
the Ibrone:
