London, Aug. 29.—Sir Hiram Maxim, 
the veteran inventor, who has ever been 
a disbeliever in the dirigible balloon type 
of airship, ha© some interesting things to 
say about Hying machines in general m 
in interview in the Morning Leader.

“A long time ago,” said Sir Hiram, I 
predicted that Zeppelin would never make 
a practical airship on his present lines.

All airships built on the same lines, he 
added, would meet with the same fate, 
and Count Zeppelin and the British War 
Office were simply wasting time and 
ey while they stuck to the balloon. Nav­
igable or dirigible balloons were impossi­
ble.

•‘The atmosphere we move in,” said the 
inventor in explanation, “is only 
eight-hundredth part as heavy as water, 
therefore the machine, considered as a 
whole, must be extremely light, its mean 
density being only one-eight-hundredth 
part of water.

“it is needless to say that any apparat­
us lighter than air must be exceedingly 
fragile, and, the result is that all this 
type of balloon are practically failures.

“I have seen several of these balloons 
tested in England. They rise in the air 
just like any other balloon, and float off 
with the wind—if there is any.” 
t Asked if he thought it possible to build 
an airship which would not be ruined by 
a strong breeze, Sir Hiram replied with a 
decided negative. After 25 years’ observa­
tion he was absolutely certain there was 
9u> future whatever for the dirigible bal­
loon.
» On the contrary, with regard to aero­
planes, Sir Hiram Maxim was very 
fident.

“It has a very big future, 
said with conviction. “In a very few years 
It will have reached the stage when cap­
italists will be prepared and anxious to 
invest money in it. Twelve years ago I 
adopted the aeroplane principal, and suc­
ceeded in raising a toiv from the ground 
In addition to three men and a steam en­
gine. The successful men have all adopted 
my principle, and, as far as I can see at 
present, the Wright Brothers seem to 
have produced the best machine.”

Turn 'out into a pretty cut glass bowl and 
garnish with stars of whipped cream and 
a few fine raspberries.

Chop 
very fine and mix with thick mayonnaise 
dressing and spread on thin slices of bread 
roll or on brown bread.
