Ploughing.

There are few seasons probably, when the
important labours of ploughing can be better
or more economically performed, taking all
things into consideration, than in the fall.
Most farmers after the business of harvesting
is over, have generally an ample sufficiency
of leisure to enable them to attend to this
business without serious inconvenience or|
detriment to more weighty affairs.  Another
important advantage attending this practice,
and one which is certainly of far too much
importanee to the farmer, to be hastily or in-
considerately overlooked, is the benefit result-
ing in the turning in of the green haulm and
roots of the grass which exist after the crop
has been reinoved, and which, by becoming
turned in, operates as a powerful and speedy
enrichment to the soil. Grass lands, from
which a heavy crop of hay has been taken,
generally produces a crop of aftermoth, which
in its decomposed state, furnishes an excel-
lent manure, and is of far greater value when
appropriated in this way, then when cut and
fed tostock as hay. It has been estimated

It
is a low order of enjoyment. It perverts and
exhausts the tastes which would otherwise ex-
pend themselves in works of art, in books, in
music, and in things which have a humanizing
influence. And after all, those who indulge
in this ostentation on the comparatively mo-
derate scale on which alone it is possible for
most men, even those who are esteemed rich,
must remember with constant mortification,
that they cannot approach the few who, inlar-
ger communities, and with greater means of
tolly, lead the fashion in matters of this kind.

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The Growth of Boston.

Time has now realized the
hopes of those who assisted in the construction
of these railroads; and while the interior of
our country and Canada has profited by this
enterprise, we are also reaping a rich harvest
from the capital invested in these vast under-
takings.
