American antharcite coal is being
landed in St. John, in carload lots for
their own use by a local concern, at a
cost averaging about $10 a ton. Inquir-
ies made today confirmed this statement,
showing that ten or eleven cars have
béen brought in and the price, for var-
ious sizes of coal, including the small
as well as the larger sizes, and for pur-
chases from various sources, has aver-
aged about the same. The last carload,
for instance, was invoiced at $5.50 a
ton of 2,240 pounds, and the freight was
$6.45, making a total of $10.95 for a
long ton, or about $10 a short ton.

The company still is ordering on the
same basis.
