Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 9—It is stated 
in authoritative circles here that the 
militia department is considering the 
advisability of cancelling the order 
which made it necessary for every 
married man to get his wife’s con­
sent before enlisting. It is said that 
many militia men of extensive ex­
perience are unable to join the over­
seas forces because their wives re­
fuse their consent.

Furniture Sale!Paris, Aug. 9—The French War De­
partment today gave out the following 
official statement :

“There was much going on last night 
in the Artois district. In the sector to 

.the north of Arras, a German attack at 
a point north of the railroad station of 
Souches was repulsed. In the sector of 
Neuville St. Vast, to the east of the 
road to Lille, the Germans, after ex­
ploding a mine, bombarded our positions 
violently and endeavored to come out 
from their trenches. They were at once 
checked by the fire of our infantry and 
our artillery.

“In the Argonne, not far from the 
road running from Vlelnen-Le-Chateau

to Binarville, the enemy last night de­
livered an attack on our advanced 
posts and trenches, making use of hand 
grenades and bombs. They were driven 
back to their lines by our fire.

“In the western section of the forest, 
which extends from Haule Chevachee to 
Vauquors, there was fighting with 
bombs, hand grenades and rifles which 
lasted a portion of the night.

“In the Vosges a fresh German attack 
against our positions on the Linge was 
delivered at about one o’clock in the 
morning but. was a complete failure. A 
curtain of Are maintained by our troops 
inflicted perceptible, losses on the en­
emy.”

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health. Today this Is all changed. At 
first a man here and there, so badly 
hurt that an operation seemed impos­
sible was let alone. To the amassment 
of the surgeons, these began shortly, 
under the skillful nursing, nourishing 
foods and careful bandaging, to improve 
somewhat and as the flesh healed, ac­
cesses would form In the wound. Care­
ful probing would discover this was 
caused by a loose piece of the bone and 
this was drawn out through the small 
incision necessary, the place cleansed of 
foreign matter and the healing process 
continue. After a while all these loose 
pieces would thus be removed, nature 
would replace the breaks in the bone by 
knitting the cracked portions together 
and Instead of a helpless cripple, the men 
go forth whole, if not altogether as vig­
orous in the part originally injured, as 
before the hurt. Dr. Marquis has 
brought back some intensely Interesting 
^holographs, by x-ray and ordinary me­
thods of photography, of the original 
condition and development of such an 
injury, the last showing him standing 
erect on both legs, although supporting 
his weakened frame by the use of o 
crutch. Eventualy he will be a well 
man, rather, than a cripple.

It was thus with all, practically, who 
came to the hospital from the front, they 
showed wonderful powers of recupera­
tion and their wounds were extraordin­
ary In their readiness to heal. Dr. Mar­
quis explained this by the fact that, In 
constant training as the men "have been 
for almost a year, inured to hardship 
and carrying everywhere a load of 
about forty pounds on their backs, they 
have developed physically Into fine speci­
mens of manhood.

Another feature which appealed to 
him with great force, was the shatter­
ing of the reputation which the French 
have for a lightness, a frivolity of Spir­
it, an effervescence which makes the na­
tional temperament seem rather <* the 
surface. The excitability of the French 
soldier Is a thing of the past, he declares. 
Cool, calm, never excited, they come to 
the hospital to receive treatment and 
accent whatever comes without a par­
ticle of that excitement of spirit which, 
we have always been taught. Is a char­
acteristic of the French people, particu­
larly the Parisian. Even while in thé 
hospital they do not talk, but lie silent, 
speaking only when spoken to, always 
ready perhaps to talk and no matter 
what their rank, never In the least de­
gree snobbish. They are invariably 
pleasant to look after and show deep 
appreciation of every thing that is done 
for them, with an utter absence of fret­
fulness or fault-flndin 
preciative, too, in fact, 
goes by that they do not thank you for 
what you are doing, often many times 
a day, in thanks which show they are 
not mere politeness, a mechanical ex­
pression, but from the heart. This was 
a great satisfaction to all of the sur­
geons on duty, as it makes-the work of 
relief so much pleasanter all round.

The forgetfulness of self in the need 
of the nation, is another feature that 
struck Dr. Marquis with tremendous 
force. There is absolutely no such thing 
apparent, at least throughout all Paris 
and so far as he had been able to ven­
ture, where there is not a deep spirit of 
personal readiness to give everything for 
the country’s need. Not having sought 
the war, yet their spirit was that the 
war having been thrust upon them they 
were ready to give all, if needed, that 
the nation might be saved disaster. A 
universal spirit is abroad throughout 
France, to do what is necessary as in­
dividuals or as a nation to h®e the fin­
al victory^ “We didn't want this "war,” 
they say; “but since the enemy is on 
ground we go to any sacrifice to drive 
him away. Not one class or some classes 
but all classes are united In this great 
spirit of patriotism that sweeps the 
country.

All the able-bodied men have gone 
to war and the old men, young boys 
and the women are left to carry on the 
duties of civil life. Yet with all their 
deprivations there Is no word of 
plaint, no “kicking” but everybody, 
young and old accepts the situation 
with the familiar laugh and remark,: 
“C’est la guerre.” It may be that a store 
keeper has not the article wanted, he 
or she, rather, smiles at the customer 
and says: ‘It is the war,” and though 
a dozen shops may be visited before the 
article Is found, yet all have the same 
reply and one finds this spirit of toler­
ance everywhere.

aside his practice and offered his serv­
ices to the American Ambulance corps 
for the relief of the wounded in France 
during the fighting in the western the­
atre of the European war, has returned 
home and is full of the impressions that 
he has received during his stay from 
December to June.

One of the greatest impressions made 
upon his mind during his work of car­
ing for the wounded French and Eng­
lish soldiers, brought to the hospital 
maintained by this American organiza­
tion, wag the remarkable, even marvel­
lous physique of the French soldier and 
his extraordinary reconstructive powers. 
He says that he has seen soldiers come 
into the hospital with togs and thighs 
shattered absolutely, cases which, not so 
long ago, the surgeons would give 
scarcely a second thought as to ability to 
save the member. Bones would be pro­
truding through the flesh and it would 
look altogether hopeless to try and save 
the leg. Added to the awfulness of the 
wound Itself, would be the Infected con­
dition of the wound, lying as the wound­
ed ones must for days,, sometimes, be­
fore removal to the hospital and the 
wound contaminated by contact with the 
contents of the trenches .
