DOUBLE-SHIFT EDUCATION.

(Teronto Globe.)

Under the "mbove title The Times-|

Journal of Fort William discusses the
plan recently adopted by the Board of
Education of Haileybury, whereby the
Haileybury High School is to operate its
lower school forms in two shifts, viz.,

eight a. m. to 12 noon, and one to five p.ﬁ

m. This decision is due to lack of room
and the influx of students. The Times-
Journal goes on to point out that “the
building and equipment of our schools
run into heavy capital expenditure, and
there is probably not another class of
building, designed for public use, with
the exception of our churches, which is
used for as short a space of time as our
school buildings. Out of the 8,760 hours
of the year the average school is only
used for 1,100 hours, or one-eighth of its
time, and the proposed innovation at
Haileybury will bring this time up to a
little less than one-fifth.”

The problem raised here is not new,
but is none the less important. Some
day our Boards of Education will give
serious consideration to this matter, and
doubtless a much greater. use will be
made .of ‘our educational plants. .In our

A GREAT ROADS CONGRESS.

A certain indication that after eight
years of war and upheaval the world is
beginning to return to a normal state,
is contained in the announcement that
the International Road Congress, which
ceased operations in 1914, because of the
European conflict, is to resume its de-
liberations early next May at Seville,
Spain. The programme for what prom-
ises to be the greatest and most impor-
tant ever held has just been received
from the office of the general secretary
in Paris.

Thousands of delegates representing
national and state governments and
good roads associations in the United
States, Belgium, Canada, Australia, New
Zealand, China, Japan, France, Great
Britain, Italy, Holland, Sweden, Den-
‘mark, Switzerland, Argentina, Czecho-
Slovakia, Spain, Portugal, Norway, Ger-
many, Jugo -Slavia, Poland, Austria,
Cuba, Chili, Brazil and many other coun-
tries, will participate in the Congress
and exchenge views and experiences for
mutual benefit. FEnglish, French and
Spanish have been adopted as the official
languages.

Canadian delegates will go to the meet-
ing determined to bring the next con-
gress to Canada. The first congress was
iheld at Paris in 1908, the second In
Brussels in 1910, and the third at Lon-
don in 1918.

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STRIKES SERIOUSLY ,
AFFECT STEEL TRADE.

(Bradstreet’s) !

The chief unfavorable effects of the
strikes continue to be_ visited _upon in-
dustry, these being still most plainly
visible in the iron and steel &nd allied
trades. In these production is slowly
but steadily being reduced, while prices
are rising sharply.

As fuel scarcity becomes more acute
pig iron furnaces are going idle in in-
| creasing numbers, and steel works, al-
| though using much scrap in place of pig
iron, are slowing down. About 16 per
cent. of the furnaces in blast July 1 are
now idle. Pig iron is up $1 to $2 on the
week, $2 to $5 as compared with a
month ago, and $8. to $9 as compared
with a year ago. On the other hand,
while finished steel is $8 to $10 a ton
higher than a month ago, the Iron Age
Index Number on finished steel is $3 a
lton lower than a year ago, although
! many of the cruder forms are $2 to $7
per ton higher. This trade authority
_thinks increasing strain will be seen on
‘supplies even if the strikes are to be
settled at once. The increase in un-
Iﬁlled steel orders of 141,000 tons in
{ July compares with a decrease of 147,-
000 tons in ingot ‘steel output as com-
pared with June, but a gain of 389,000
tons in pig iron output. Lake iron ore
shipments for July and the season are
120 and 66 per cent, above last year
Unfilled orders are at the highest point
since April, 1921. Purchases of new
equipmeft in July are said by the rail-
road executives’ bulletin to have been
the largest of any month so far this

ploying 8,000 juvenile inspectors for thal
purpose, largely drawn from the boy
scouts, to keep the streets and parks
free from refuse. An appeal to the pub-
lic of Halifax should be sufficient tc
effect the improvement desired. Citizem
must co-operate with the authorities for
the proper enforcement of the law
which are made for their own personal
enjoyment and convenience. Habits ol
tidiness, like all other habits, are mos!
easily acquired by the young and for this
reason a useful crusade on behalf of tid)
streets and other public places mighi
be effectively carried on by parents and
teachers.
