EIGHT KILLED N
ROT N VIEWN

Cemmunists Make Successful Effort
to Release Leaders Who Were
Arrested

Copenhagen, June 17—In rioting in
connection with a communist demonstra-
tion in Vienna on Sunday, eight persons
were killed and sixty-six injured.
