RIOT IN HALIFAX,

Halifax city is considerably wrought
up over a riot which took place early
in the week on the site where a travel-
ing tent show was operating. The sharp
methods of the show crowd worked the
people into a foment and they tore down
the plant and chased the offenders out
of town. Halifax papers contained news
items and editorials denouncing the au-
thorities for allowing tent shows any
privilege whatever in war times and

pointed out the danger such a class of
people invariably is to a community.
The show which was chased out of
Halifax had previously operated in Fred-
ericton, where the authorities gave them
privileges because they were sharing a
small percentage with a patriotic pur-
pose. The same patriotic scheme was
worked in Halifax.
