Then Ambassador Page went
through the formality of presenting to
Their Majesties the members of the em
bassy staff. ’

FEARING DEATH,
 CONFESSES
MURDERS

Slaying of Former Mon-
tana Governor Includ-
ed in Diamond’s List
of Four

(Oanadian Press)
Missoula, Montant, May 80—A series
of murders, including-the assassination
of General Thomas Francis = Meagher,
once governor of Montana térritory, were
acknowledged as his own misdeeds in a
confession made by a man known as

as Frank Diamend in.'the town
Plains on ‘Tiesday, according to
Torriation’ made public today. 7 oup
Diamend is’ lodged ‘in the county jail,
pending an investigation of his self-as-
sumed crimes. His confession was made
and signed in the presence of three citi-
zens of Plains. He was ill from' the ef-
fects of a spree and believed ‘he was
dying. ‘He pledged his witnesses to sil-
ence until he had died, threatening
death to any who divulged his secret.
Of the murder of 'General Meagher
the confession reads:—*I killed him on
a steamboat at Cow Island in the Mis-
souri River, and thtew him into the
river. 1 swam ashore.” 1

For that crime Diamond said he ‘re-
ceived $8,000 from Montana vigilantes.
Other murders assumed by him were
two he said he committeed ~'near the
Dalés in 1874, and' that of George Mit-
chell, killed in Oregon in 1883. For
one of the former murders, Diamond
said a notorious Montana desperado call-
ed “Big Nose George”: was hanged. Re-
sidents of Plains who have known Dia-
mond for twenty years say he has al-’
ways been inoffensive except when un-
der the influence of liquor. He is sixty-
seven years \]old.

popular measure. The Liberals took it
for granted that the discontent was con-
fined to details. This is probably true,
but the Sweeping turnover of votes
:hows ‘that details count with the elec-
ors.

The truth is there is still a great deal
of sand in the machinery of national in-
surance, and the Liberals, lulled by the
collapse of the main tory attack on the
act, have neglected the supremely im-
portant work of guiding it into smooth
running order. There exists a strong
feeling that Lloyd George should him-
self ‘superintend the act in the trouble-
some initial stages, using his unrivalled
conciliatory powers in solving the coupt-
less problems entailed in the start of so
huge a scheme. Altringham is a severe
lesson to politicians that giant innova-
tions cannot be unloaded by politicians
and left to run themselves.
