This Johnson certainly is a wonder in
that he never kicks on the work of the
umpirés. That doesn’t mean that he is
always satisfied.

That wouldn’t be true, of course. For
any time that a twirler works the count
to three and two and the ump calls the
next one a ball that pitcher is dissatis-
fied.

Unless he is away off he is pretty apt
to have the impression that the ump is
blind or has it in for the twirler. The
point is that he doesn’t say so. He just
goes on pitching.  Johnson figures that
you get more from the umps when you
don’t kick than when you do. He may
have the wrong end of the argument. But
that is Johnson’s policy and he follows it.

This Johnson person also is a modern
fellow. You may have heard that absut
a lot of other fellows and then have had
some reason for suspecting the correctness
of the statement. But if you ever had the
pleasure of meeting this tall fellow you
would know that he i and was modest.
