POULTRY SHOW
TO ADVANTAGE

DR. BELL, THE JUDGE,
SPEAKS OF THE EXHIBITS

He Finds That Birds Develob
Very Early
Here.

In order to get an -unbiassed opinion
of the poultry of this district, an in-
terview was this morning sought with
Dr. Bell, of Winnipeg, the judge of
the poultry at.the fair.

“There are some good birds here,
some very good birds,” said the doe-
tor, “and as at every other show there
are some birds that are not as good.”
The Orpingtons I found especially fine,
especially the young birds ‘which *were
much better developed than any I have
been used to. That is a striking'fea-
ture of the show, the early devélop-
ment of the young birds."”

“How do I account for it? I should
say that your mild springs have much
te do with it. They tell me that here
they begin raising chickens as soon
as the new year begins. In Winnipeg
we do mnot think of beginning wuntil
April or May.”

Continuing, the judge said that be-
sides the Orpingtons, the black variety
of which were the best, the Leghorn
classes were all well filted, with good
birds, especially the whites and’ buffs
which were ‘of particularly fine color.
The Black Minorcas and Buff and
White- Rocks were far above the av-
erage, as were also the Rhode Island
Reds.

The White Wyandottes, however, the
doctor found nothing like as numer-
ous as he expected. Usually they are
the largest class in the show, but here
they do not seem so popular. He was
particularly: surprised at that. The
Wyandotte is a fowl that is goed for
general purposes and should be a fav-
orite.

“The birds here,” continued Dr. Bell,
“are in much better plumage than I
expected. In the East all the fowl are
in heavy moult. Here, however, they
do not. seem to be so. They are all in
excellent plumage.”

It was then explained to the doctor
that out: here - the conditions -were
somewhat: similar, but that the people
here did* not show their birds unless
their plumage  was in pretty good con-
dition. 'The ones shown were picked
from large ‘numbers, often: the - best
birds being at this time of year wholly
out .of condition.

“The ‘ducks are good,”” he then went
on, “but I was much surprised to find
Down -at Halifax where I
judged - a- week:or two ago, there were
as many geese as you ‘have ‘ducks
here. I should - have theught this
would ‘haye sheen: a; g00d -country. . for
geese. There were not anmy : turkexs
either; a rathey: surprising: thing.”

“Have !'you any" criticisms ‘to make,
doctor?”

“Well, T should suggest that it wouild
be a good plan before another year to
give the ingide of the biuiilding: a good
coat of white: paint or kalsomine. It
would: very much improve.the light.
The cooping is as good as I ever saw
but just a little low for a-long fellow
hke me.

“The pet stock department is very
well filled. 1I- did not judge :it,. but
there is- a -splendid show_ of pigeons
and rabbits,”

While the judge was very enthuswb-
tic about the arramgements for “the
poultry show, there have been found a
few whe seem to have seme cause of
complaint. These Were ‘the ones -who
went down on Tuesday morning, be-
lieving that the show opened on that
morning according to advertisement.
They /found, however, that the poul-
try house was locked, and as they had
no other opportunity to attend the
show, and the poultry was what they
were most interested in they naturally
felt aggrieved.

A Britisher’s View of What
British Columbia
Is.

The-Alyth Guardian, published in Perth-
shire, Scotland, of a recent date contains
the following item of interest:

Chulean Barque H”as New Sklp-
per—Will Load at Has-
tings Mill.

An unéventful voyage 'is: reported by
Capt. Young, of the ‘Chilean barque Bel-
‘fast, which sailed up {6 guarantine yes-
terday after a smart passage of 45 days
fram Callao. Only one gale was encoun-
tered,. and, although ther‘e was a high
wind and big sea for thirty-six hours, the
trim barque sustained no damage.

Leaving Callao on August 8th the Bel-
fast experienced strong easterly trades
until about latitude 5 north, when moder-
ate northeast trades set in, continuing
until the vessel was off thé Golden Gate.
When about 44 north the Belfast ran into
a heavy northwester, which lasted for
thirty-six hours. Being light, the barque
rode the storm splendidly, and then made
a good run te Cape-Flattery, passing into
the Strait about 7 .o'clock on Tuesday
night.

Capt. Young, although ‘he had never
been to these waters before, sailed up
past Race Rocks with & westerlv wind
during the night, and beat about the
Strait until daylight yesterday, when be

Fernie Prisoners Are Brought
to New Westminster
Penitentiary.

New  Westminster, Sept. 23.—The pro-
vinecial police succeeded in crushing out
the Black Hand organization which was
discovered at Fernie just before the dis-
astrous fire, and three prisoners, brought
down to the B. C. penitentiary yesterday,
by Constables Leacey and Mouris, re-
minded the public that their noxious doc-
trines wiu not be permitted on Canadian
soil., The men convicted are: Dominic
Marzia, seven years; Frank Oliverisse, six
vears and six months; and Stepheno
Breuno, six years. Two others, Frank
Brucho and Lanzinto Santori, convicted
and ordered to serve six years and three
months and two years, respectively, will
come here in a few days. Four other
members of this Mafia organization will
serve terms at Nelson, the authorities be-
ing determined to root out the poisonous
weed of blackmail from the province.

—The Governing Body of Upper Can-
ada College at their last meeting de-
cided 1o vspend $8,000 on additional
equipment in the buildings to make
every department as perfect as possi-
ble. About $3,006 will be spent on a
complete set of dressing-rooms, pro-
vided with the latest improvements in
shower baths in the northwest wing of
the main building. In connection with
this the indoor gymnasium in the sec-
ond floor of that wing will be re-estab-
lished and provided with a gallery
running round the whole room and
equipped with up-to-date apparatus.
Two new class-rooms will be built op-
posite the present class rooms A and
B. Plans for these improvements pre-
pared by Messrs. Symons & Rae, of 15
Toronto street, were presented and ap-
proved at the meeting, and work will
commence immediately. In the Pre-
paratory school an additional class-
room is to be added, together with ex-
tra ‘house accommodation. This will
be added to the southwest corner of
the building, and the improvements
will include a new wall court built
against the outside wall. The new
cricket and football field, which has
just been graded, on the west side of
the college adjoining the Warren
cricket field, of the Preparatory school,
presented last year by Mr. H. D. War-
ren, has also been completed and will
be in use this season.

KILLED AT RIFLE-PRACTICE.
