No Further Fighting Reported From 
Port Arthur.

highest official quarters the Associated 
Press has received information that 
there is absolutely no foundation for the 
rumors persistently issuing from Tokio 
that the Russians are abandoning Port 
Arthur. Nothing has occurred there to 
warrant such reports. The Japanese 
fleet has not been seen for forty-eight 
hours. The motive of the government 
at Tokio in spreading this story is pro­
bably to influence public feeling in Japan 
for the purpose of creating enthusiasm 
while a war loan is being floated. The 
newspapers here manifest the greatest 
indignation, the Bourse Gazette char­
acterizing the report as a British inven­
tion.

The reports of abandonment of Port Ar­
thur continue to arouse the bitterest re­
sentment, the papers denouncing the story;

Saturday, says:

“Onr squadron, as prearranged, at­
tacked the enemy at Port Arthur on 
March 10th. Our two flotillas attacked 
the mouth of the harbor at Port Arthur 
at 1 o'dock on the morning of the 10th. 
Finding no enemy, we waited until 
dawn; one flotilla engaged in sinking 
special mines in the harbor entrance. 
Notwithstanding the enemy’s fire, our 
flotilla succeeded in sinking the mines.

“The other flotilla met the enemy’s 
torpedo flotilla, consisting of six boats, in 
the Liao-Thie Shan channel, south of 
Port Arthur, at 4.50 o’clock. A hot en­
gagement occurred1 at close range for 30 
minutes. The enemy then took to flight.

“Our fire greatly damaged' the Russian 
ships, one of which was badly crippled 
by a shot through the boilers and another 
was observed to be on fire.
