The long term prisoners, about sixty in
number, we believe, have at length been
removed from the St. John Penitentiary
to the new Penitentiary at Dorchester.
The question respecting the care and
support of the short term prisoners must,
we suppose, be settled in some way now.
It is improbuble that the Dominion
Government will hold the St. John Peni-
tentiary much longer, or that while they
do hold it,they will allow their officers to
receive prisoners committed by the Police
Magistrate or by any of the Judges of the
other courts for short terms. The officers
of the Dorchester Penitentiary are:—
Warden—Blair Botsford, Esq., of Dor-
chester.

Deputy Warden—John
Richibucto.

Chaplains—Rev. Mr. Simonds, of Dor.®
chester (Protestant), Rev. Mr. L)Abbe, of
Memramcook (Roman Catholic).
™, Surgeon—Dr. Mitchell, of Amherst.
Matron—Murs. Chipman, of Ambherst.
Chief Keeper—George Keefe, of St. John.
Store Keeper—Mr. I'raser, of Pictou.
Steward—Chas. Ross, late Chief Keeper
of Halifax Penitentiary.

Trade Instructors—Mr. McFaden, of
Halifax, in masonry; Mr. Miller, of Hali-
fax, in carpentry; Mr. Downey, of Halifax,
in blacksmithing.

Engineer—Robert Cook, of Pictou.
Assistant Engineer—Wm. Ferrie, of St.
John Penitentiary.

Of the guards appointed to Dorchester,
the following are from St. John:— William
Hogan, Henry Godsoe, John Johnston,
John Duff, Robert Earle, Charles Darrow,
Daniel McNeill, John Beatteay, William
Alexander. From Nova Scotia, they are
Messrs. Greenwood, McCarthy, Donaldson,
and Lowden.

Of the higher officials, all but the
Warden and Chief Keeper are Nova
Scotians, for although Mr. Foster is
described as of Richibucto, Le owes his
appointment to the fact that he is a Nova
Scotian and a relative in connection of one
of the Ministers. Under the present
Government Nova Scotian Tories have
obtained the cream of the appointments
on the Iutercolonial Railroad, at the
Penitentiary, &c. Provision was made
in the estimates for an accountant, but the
Store Keeper could easily do all the work
of accountdnt, also while the convicts are
employed in enlarging the building, erect-
ing fences, &c. Freeman.

The Oase ;E'Sandtcrzl Fleming.

The public would like much to know the
true reason for Mr. Fleming’s removal
from the position of Chief Engineer of the
Pacific Railroad. Mr. Fleming did not
wish to retire from that position. This he
states plainly in the circular to the officers
of the road which he has published. In
this he says :—

““As the head of the engineering staff to
whom the Government has looked for
opinions and reports on all questions, as
the officer held responsible for the direction
of every operation and the organization of
every detail, from the first explorations to
the present time, it is with peculiar regret
that I break my connection with the
Pacific Railway at this particular stage.
I cannot conceal from the members of the
staff that I would have preferred to have
remained with them to help forward the
more complete fruition of cur joint labors;
but circumstances have exacted that it
shall be otherwise, and the time has come
when my professional connection with the.
great undertaking into which I have
thrown my best energies must close.”

A strong Tory faction showed unmis-
takeably last session,that for some reason
or other they were determined that Mr.
Fleming must be removed. Itwasthought
that Sir C. Tupper would be strong enough
to prevent his removal,and that he would
not willingly consent to it, but the influence
of Sir Charles some say is on the wane.
The present Government have resolved
to open up a number of contractors’ Inter-
colonial claims, which Mr. Mackenzie dis.
posed of finally, as he thought. The
decision in the Oakes-Murray case shows
how they intend to deal with those claims.
If Mr. Fleming could be induced to ac
cept the Chief Engineership ot the Inter-
colonial for the express purpose of settling
those claims as the Government desire,
much would be gained. Sir C. Tupper
would retain the friendship and esteem ot
Mr. Fleming, and the settlements would
perhaps appear’to some Jess objectionable.
Sir C. Tupper, it seems, did not imagine
that Mr. Fleming would refuse to eat the
big pile of dirt he had prepared for him’
or that, having hitherto pronounced those
claims ungrounded and inadmissible, he
would now hesitate to assist the claimants
to get all or the greater part of what they

claim.
of an order-in-Council, Sir Charles states
that—
‘A considerable number of suits brought
against the Government by the contractors
have been left undecided ; that it would
be a very difficult matter for anyone
except the Engincer who was connected
with the work from its inception to satis-
factorily perform the service of finally
adjusting and settling such claims; and
recommending that Mr. Sandford I'leming,

The Minister considers it important that
he should continue to have the benetit of
Mr. Fleming’s profesficnal skill and judg-
ment in important matters connected with
the construction of the Pacific Railway ;
he therefore recommends that that gentle-
man be retained as Comsulting Engineer
for the work, for the purpose of atfording
advice and assistance in that capacity to
the Minister and officers of the Depart-
ment.
The Minister further recommends that
Mr. Fleming be paid a salary of six thou-
sand dollars per annum, while discharging
the combined duties of Consulting Engincer
of the Camadian Pacific Railway and Chief
Engineer of the Intercolonial Railway.”
This was duly approved of, &c., but
Mr. Fleming was not willing to disgrace
and humiliate himself to such an extent,
and he declined the appointment, saying :

It will especially be painful for me to
separate myself from the Pacific Railway
in its present condition, but the terms of
the Order in Council leave me no alter-
native.
