A Singular Animal.

Quite a sensation was caused last week
in the vicinity of Redbank, Northesk, by
the appearance of a strange and terrifying
animal, which those who have seen it
describe as a gorilla.

MixiNa :—It will be not a little surpris-
ing to the:people of this County to be told
that what promises to be one of the richest
silver mines in Awmecrica is about to be
opened within twenty miles of Bathurst.
Those who are so fortunate as to be inter-
ested in it,first«discovered the vein about
a year agn, and have kept it a secret ever
since, during which time they have been
taking precautions to secure the property.
Considering that they are now safe, they
have no hesitation in giving every infor-
mation in connection with it. The mineis
situated on the north branch of the Nigadoo
River, about twgnty miles from town.
The vein is of the richest galena, and is
eight feet and a half in width. It has
been traced a length of one hundred feet
maintaining its width throughout. Itis
encased between two perpendicular walls
of slate which are covered with a coating of
putty about two inches in thickness and
very much similar to white: lead. An
assay has been had upon samples taken
from within eighteen inches of the surface
of the vein, and has shewn the galena to
contain thirty three per cent of lead, four-
teen ounces of silver to the ton and a
streak of gold. A joint stock company is
heing formed and the stock will be placed
on the market. in about a. month,
Meantime the projectors are making pre-
parations to commence work, in the way
of making roads, building shanties, etc.
They invite the attention of speculators
and are prepared to show rich specimens.
The company will, in all probability, bear
the name of the Gloucester Mining Co.

Although the law .respecting subscrip-
tions to newspapers has been published
time and again, it is wonderful how few
subscribers understand their relation to
the publisher, and how many, otherwise
honest, newspaper readers, will take a
journal regularly from the ;)ost-otﬁca, read
it—thereby getting value for the price—

and then endeavor to evade paying for it.
The law states distinctly that a maun is re-
spousible. for payment if he takes the
paper from the post-office, no matter
whether he ever subscribed for it or not,
or whether he gave orders for it to be dis

continued months before. The fashion of
taking the paper until the subscriber
thinks his time has expired, which- is in
reality from two weeks to six months
past the date for which’ payment has been
made, and then requesting the postmaster
to return it ‘‘refused,” ‘‘has left the
place,” ‘‘ time's expired,” etc., is consider-
ed a fraud by law, and treated according.
ly. If a man wants to stop a newspaper,
the proper way is to look up his dates,
enclose in an envelope what arrcarages
there may be, whether five cents or five
doliars, and direct the publisher to dis-
continue from that day. The Welland
Canal Telegraph lately spruced up some
of its delinquent subscribers, by bringing
them before the Judge of the Division
Court, and we copy its remarks anent the
case. ‘‘In one of the defended suits
brought by the proprietor of this paper
against one in arrears for subscription, the
defendant claimed that he had not sub-
scribed to them for the Telegraph. He
had paid Mr. Drewhurst one dollar to
Janunary, 1874, after which time he did
not subscribe. * The paper came along,
however, and he took some out of the
post-office, He aftewards moved his resi-
dence, and for over two years had not had
it. The judge ruled that he was liable
for the amounnt, $1.50 per year, it not be-
ing paid in advaace, and gave judgment
accordingly. His Honor said ‘the law is
very plain on this point.’ ”— East Lambton
Advocate.

Mr. Anglin in Picton.

The Halifax and St. John Tory papers
have, for some reason known only to them-
selves, laboured very assiduously to create
the impression that Mr. Anglin was badly
received in the County of Pictou, and bad-
ly treated. Nothing could be more con-
trary to truth. He was treated most
kindly by Mr. Carmichael’s friends, and
most courteously by nearly all of Mr.
Carmichael’s opponents. It was alleged
that he was refused a hearing. That is
quite untrue No attempt was in any case
made to prevent his being heard. It is
said that when he spoke the greater part
of the audience went away both at Pictou
and New Glasgow. This is at best a gross
exaggeration of what ordinarily occurs at
such meetings. At Pictou the meeting
was held in a very large building, the floor
of which, from some cause, was deep mud.
In that four-fifths of the audience had to
stand. Probably a few went away while
Dr. Tupper was speaking, or after he had
spoken, but they must have been very
few. When Mr. Anglin spoke, he had an
audience of at least two thousand, who
listened very attentively,indeed, and many
of whom applauded frequently. It was
late in the afternoon—a Saturday after-
noon—when he concluded, and the audi-
ence began to melt away rapidly. When
%‘ Charles concluded, more than half had
left, and the people, many of whom had
long distances to travel, many of whom
wanted to catch the train, etc., continued
to go away, until at the close only a few
hundred remained. At New Glasgow
there seemed to be an orgamized plan to
create.the impression that the Tories were
the majority. After the familiar old
fashion, bodies of clagners were distributed
through the crowd and they cheered Sir
Charles Tupper very vociferously indeed.
When he finished his first speech, some
persons who appeared to control the
claquers left the meeting. and they were
followed by a few others. This created a
little confusion for a few moments, but
when all those persons had worked their
way out, the meeting seemed to be as large.
and compact as before, and at least seven
hundred persons gave Mr. Anglin a most
attentive hearing. Asat Pictou, the even-
ing was advanced when his, which was the
fourth speech, was finished, and large
numbers left the meeting. Sir Charles
then spoke and when he had done his
friends made.a very general move for the
door. Mr. Anglin again replied, but
briefly and hurriedly, the majority of the
electors remaining to the last. If only
two-thirds of all shose who listened most
attentively to Mr. Anglin-at Pictou and
New Glasgow and Bailey’s Brook vote for
Mr, Carmichael, his election by an im-
mense majority will be assured.— Freeman.

The place is filled with blinding
smoke. At one point the fire swept away
six houses ; at several other points it is
rapidly advancing.

Rain'is now
falling heavily. Little Bay is the chief
copper mining territory in Newfoundland.

Lo~ypox, June 20 :—The Dublin corres-
pondent of the Times says the fact is evi-
dent that the Land League has received a
series of heavy blows which are telling
upon it and a more tractable and tolerant
spirit is showing itself as the power of the
local despots is broken. The strike
against the payment of all rent is checked,
the leaders repudiating any intention to
adopt sueh policy.

In the House of Commons to-day Mr.
Gladstone, replying to the question of
Lord Stanhope (Conservative), of which he
gave wnotice on the 16th inst.,, as to
whether representations had been made
to the American Government in regard to
the American organizations for commit-
ting outrages in England, said he was not
aware what grounds Lord Stanbope has
for speaking of preparations in America
for outrages in England. “There were in-
citements to outrages in three newspapers,
etc., and viewing the returns of these in-
citements the Government thought it
right to bring the facts to the knowledge
of the Government of the United States.

THE ExcLISH PATENT LAw : —In the
House of Commons lately thé Government
favored the passage of a patent law, in
imitation of the American' system. A
number of speakers dwelt upon the effects
of the American patent system 1n fostering
inventione,

THe ENcrisH House or CoMMONS :—
The present temper of the Imperial House
of Commons seems too good to last. The
Land Bill is being proceeded with quite
rapidly. When one amendment is aecept-
ed by the Government, other amendments
aimed at the same objection are with-
drawn, sometimes by the page full. Other

r amendments are being rapidly disposed of,
over fifty having been worked off in one
sitting. The majority in favor of the
original bill has as yet always been very
great, and the opponents of the bill are
mu:h discouraged.

Lossof . M. 8. Dottrell.

The following is a statement made by
Commander Evans: “On April 28, when
anchored about half a mile from the shore
of Sandy Point, Straits of Magellan, about
ten o’clock in the morning, I was in my
cabin taking a bath when suddenly I heard
a loud explosion. Before I could slip on
my clothes another much more terrific ex-
plosion fullowed. My servant at the same
moment rushed into my cabin, shouting
that the vessel had blown ap and was sink-
ing. Feeling that the ship was going head
foremost down under me, I sprang through
the port without waiting to upen it, cut-
ting my head and shoulders, and otherwise
hurting myself. I was partially stunned,
and on coming to myself was picked up by
a whaling vessel anchored near. Boats
from the shore came off speedily, and all
who escaped from the Dotterel did so by
throwing themselves into the sea on the
first shock and being picked up. They were
in all twelwe in number. No one saved was
near the forward part of the ship where
the explosion occurred, and none of them
knew anything about it- The vessel had
entirely disappeared before any of them
were picked up from the water, and no-
thing could be done to save others, nearly
all of whom were between decks and went
down with her. Judging by the sound of
the explosion, my opinion, in which- my
officers concur, is that the first explosion
was of the forward boilers, which drove
some fire into the forward magazine- It is
not likely the cause will ever be really as-
certained, as the ship must have been so
blown to pieces as to leave little for the
divers to discover.

[Divers have since discovered that the
boilers did not explode and the catastrophe
is, in some quarters, attributed to Fenian
agency.]
