Letter from Mr. O'Brien.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.
S1r.—In your issue of March 18th I
notice certain statements made by Chief
Commissioner Ryan in the House of
Assembly respecting the Nelson Bridge
for which I am contractor.
Had these been made by any other
man, € would pot have noticed them, but
the Chief Com. may be deemed authority
with respect to this matter by many, and
therefore I wish to put the affair proper-
ly before the public. The fact that these
astatements have gone the round of the
newspapers is another reason for my no-
ticing them.
Thehon. gent'emanis thus reported:
‘The fault was with the coatractor in
placing his piers as he had placed them. If
there was any toboggan slide about the
Bridge, the Hon. Gentleman (meaning
Mr. Adams) and his ‘colleague were partly
responsible, as they consented to the
construction of the Bridge as it is after
the contractor, who is a personal and
political friend of theex-Surveyor General
had made his mistake.”
It is scarcely necessary for me to say
the Chief Commissioner was very personal
in his remarks. Iam proud to acknow-
ledge however that I am,and always have
been a personal friend of Mr. Adams, and
like hosts of others belicve I shall never
have any reason to change the very high
opinion I hold of him.
With respect to the. placing of those
piers the Chief Com. is in error. It isnot
my buxincss to account for his mistakess
I never placed a pier until directed by
the Government Inspector where to locate
it. At one time I had three pier bottoms
built and anchored in the river, and I
waited some time until an Inspector was
appointed-to direct me when to place them.
In the nieantime, I had gone to Mr.
Burchill, M..P. P. who was supposed to
have something to say in the matter, and
requested him to instruct me where to
place the piers, as my workmen were
idle in consequence. He visited the spot,
aw the piers so anchored but would not
take any responsibility about placing
them, he told me the inspector would be
appointed immediately. Two days after
an Inspector made his appearance, the
prers were erected by him and the work
proceeded,
The Govt. and the Govt. only are re-
sponsible for the present arrangement of
the piers. I wish this to be dist'nctly un-
derstood.
Respecting the manner of payment
agreed upon between the Govt- and my-
self, he says “The work was not to be
paid for until 1887, the arrangement being
that part should be paid each year. The
work having been completed and the con-
tractors having applied for accommoda.®
tion, drafts were accepted,the contractor
agreeing to pay all expenses for renewals.”
Before entering upon this coatract
told the Chief Com. that if 1t were an ob-
ject to the Govt. I would not look for any
money until the work was completed,they
paying somethingj additional on this ac*
count.
He replied they would rather make pay-
ments as the work progressed. I don’t
think the above proposal looked as if ac-
commodation was needed. This being
the understanding, had I not a perfect
right to apply for advacces when 1 had
done work to the extent of from  $12,000
to $14,000. As reported by their In-
spector in reply the Chief Com. instructed
me to draw o the Department at 90 days»
This I did creditiug the Govt. with the
proceeds of the draft. I might here chal-
lenge the statement made above and say
there was neither an expressed or im-
plied understanding between the Chief
Com. and myself that I wasto be at the
loss ot discount. As I was but holding
the Chief Com. to the terms of the cor-
tract, business men will readily nnder.
stand how absurd it is to expect me to
be at such loss.

I againdrew on the Department for a
second amount but not by any means the
value of the work done: My draft was
accepted by the Govt., but when dug, was
dishonored, the Bank notifying me of
the fact, but almostimmed iatel the de-
partment wrote the Bauk askingjfora re-
newal at 30 days. [his the bank did, Ien-
dorsing the note for the Department. No
mention was made of discounts or charges
of renewals, which shows there must be
some great error lacking in the Chief
Commissioner’s mind concerning this suk-
ject.

ada Temperance Act 1878, by making
complaint and prosecuting the same to
conviction before some court of competent
jurisdiction in any city town or municipal-
ity where the said act has been or may
hereafter be brought into operation.

2 Section two of the said act is hereby
repealed.

3. The city, town or municipal council
of any city, town or municipality within
which the Canada Temperance Act of 1878
now is or hereafter may be brought in
force, is hereby authorized to appoint one
or more special officers as hereinafter
provided, to be called inspectors, whose
duty it shall be to search out and prosecute
all offenders against the second part of
the Canada Pemperance Act of 1878, and
when any information is given to any such
inspector that there is cause to suspect
that some person is violating or has vio-
lated any of the provisious of the sccond
part of the Canada Temperance Azt 1878,
within the limits of the city or town or
municipality for which he is appointed it
shall be his duty to make diligentenquiry
into the truth of such 1uformation and if
there be reasonable or probable cause tor
making the same shall lay any informa-
tion for such violation before a court of
competent jurisdiction, and diligently
prosecute the same. And no inspector
appointed under this act shall be dismissed
except for cause,

4. The said inspectors shall possess,

bave and enjoy all the rights, privileges,
pewers, protection and immuuities con
ferred orimposed upon constables, special
constables or police officers by any act of
assembly of this province or by any local
by-law of the district for which such
inspectors are appointed.
5. For every default in the discharge of
his duty uuder thisact, an inspector shall
be Liable to a penalty of §50, to be recover-
ed inan action of debt in any court or
competent jurisdictiou by any person su-
ing for the same, one-haif of said penalvy
to be paid to the treasurer of the district
for which such inspector is appointed, to
form part of the coutingent fund thereof.

6. Kach of the said inspectors sball be
paid out of the fuvnds of the city, town or
municipality for which he is appointed, a
salary not exceeding fivz hundred dollars
per anoum to be paid in equal monthly
instalments.

Sections 7 and 8, formerly 9 and 10,
read os follows: —

7. All inspectors appointed under this
act shall be indemnified by the city, town
or municipality for which they are ap-
pointed for all costs incurred in prosecut-
ing any information where the same is
dismigsed by the court hearing the same
or when a conviction 13 had and is quash-
ed on appeal to the supreme court er
otherwise or in case the fine and costs be
not recovered, on production of a certiti-
cate from the judge or court hearing the
information that there was reasonable
grounds for making the same,

8. Every inspector appointed under this
act shall make a return of all cases pros-
ecuted by him in each aund every year
ending Deccember 31st, how the same were
disposed of, the amount of fines and costs
paid or punishment awarded and any
other matter required of him by the coun-
cil by which he is appointed. Such re-
turne shall be made to the first meeting
of such council after the lat of January in
each and every year, and every police
magistrate, stipendiary magistrate, parish
court commissioner, justice of the peace or
other court of competent jurisdiction be-
fore whom an information under the
second part of the Canada Temperance
Act, 1878, snall have been heard and
determined, shall make a return.

Mr Stockton and Mr Baird having
spoken in favor ef the bill—

Mr Burchill agreed with the remarks
of Messrs Stockton and Baird, He was
well aware of the fact that in some coun-
ties where the Scott act had been adopted
it was not well carried out. This, bow-
ever, was due largely to the fact that
proper machinery had not been provided
for 1ts enforcement. He had no hesitation
in saying that the Domimon government,
which had passed the Canada temperance
act, shou.d aiso have taken the responsi-
bility of providing the proper maclinery.
He thought it would be becter if the gov-
ernment appointed the iuspectors.

Mr, McManus opposed the bill. The
bill of 1882 had been got through the
house when pot more thau half the mem-
beis were present, He had then opposed
the bill strenuously, not because he was
not a friend of temperance for he was
a practical temperance man, but  because
he thouBht this being a duminion law the
dominivu parhament should be called upon
w provide proper machiuery. | Besides, he
was oppo.ed to the idea of giving a
premium to men to go spymng or nosiug
around iuto otner people’s business. 1o
was no part of the duty of this legislature
to pertect alaw passed by auother parlia-
ment. In some of the counties the act
had been adoptec by very small majorities,
This bill would enable mento carry out
their spite agamnst those from whom they
caunot get liquor. The petition of the
temperance people should have been scnt
to the dominion parliament. He kunew
there was too much liquor drank, and was
glad tu be avle to say that he wus as good a
tewperance man as auy of the suppurters
of this bill,  T'mis act would give tov muach
authority to special coustables.  He be=
lieved 1n sceing the law caciied out fairly,
and not by any underband meaus as pro-
vided by thisbill. He was oppused to the
bill on prineiple.

Mz, Isibis favored the bill and thought it
ought not to be necessary tor this legisla-
ture tu pass it.  Such action would not be
necessary were it not fora present Ottawa
Cabinet minister who had climbed to hi
position upon his professed temperancs
priuciples losing his interest in such legise
lation as soon as his personal ambition had
been gratified.

Mr. Hanington defended Prof.
very warmly,

Mr. Ellis replied and Messrs. McManus
and Hanington then had a wordy personal
tussle, Mr. McManus complaining that
the member for Westinoreland was trying
to put him ina wrong position. There
must be something morally wiong with
the calibre of the hon member’s bran.

Mr Hanington—3Sovmething  morally
wrong with the cal bre of his brain, What
a multiplicity of words! The source 1s
unworthy ot a reply. He declared that
if Mr. McManus wanted to create the
1dea that the county councils would ap-
point drunkards and unprincipled men, he
(Hanington) did not object to that idea
so far as Gloucester was concerned, but
no such appointments would be made by
the county council of Westmoreland. Ile
appealed to the house in the name of the
widows and orphans, and the wrecks of
humanity made so through liquer, to pass
this bill.
