SMUGGLING AND LICENSING OF

NON-RESIDENTS CONSIDERED.

A special meeting of the Edmunds-
ton Board of Trade was held At the
Town Hall on Friday evening with
the President, Hon. J. E. Michaug, in
the chair.

The merchants of the town were
well represented at the meeting and
discussed fully the smuggling situa-
tion in the Town and County. They
feel that considerable small goods are
being smuggled at the various ports
of entry along the border with a con-
sequent detriment to the business of
the nferchants in the County. A com-
mittee cosnisting of Joseph David,
John J. Daigle and Henry Dubé was
appomted to :nvistagate the metter
and made a report and recommenda-
tions at an early meeting.

They also discussed the licensing of
non-resident persoms who are selling
meats ,vegetables and other articles
in TTown, pointing out that several of
these non-residents made a living out
of the town people and did not them-
selves pay any license fee or taxes
to the town. A resolution was passed
to the effect that the Board of Trade
request the Town to obtain authority,
if necessary, and pass a bylaw requir-
ing such persons to pay a license fee.

Editor's Note.—Investigation disclo-
ses the fact that the Town has autho-
rity to pass a bylaw requiring the a-
bove mentioned persons to pay a li-
cense before doing business in the
Town; that the Town Council has al-
ready authorized the Town Solicitor
to revise the bylaws of the Town and
that a bylaw as requested by the Board
ot Trade will be included in the revi<
sion.
