ROAD AT MALANGALI.

Toronto, Ont., July 27—A director 
of one of the Canadian steel com­
panies stated yesterday that the Can­
adian steel manufacturers are count­
ing on obtaining a fair share of the 
big Russian orders for railway equip­
ment of all kinds.

Petrograd advices say Russia will 
expend $360,000,000 yearly for five 
years on railways, and the close of 
the war 1® likely to see a close work­
ing together by Britain, France, Rus­
sia and the British colonies In respect 
to any such business. Export trade 
promises to be a feature of the Cana 
dian steel situation right along.

Toronto, July 27—The 87th annual 
session of the Supreme Grand Orange 
I-odge of British America opened in 
Victoria Hall here this morning. In 
his address to the delegates, Supreme 
Grand Master. D. D. Ellis, commend­
ed the action of Premier Norris,, of 
Manitoba, and his government In 

: making provision for an education In 
English for every child in that prov­
ince. “They showed courage of a 
high order, and I am sure their action 
will meet with the* cordial approval 
of English-speaking citizens of that 
province. Irrespective of party affili­
ations,” he said.

Many schools in Nova Scotia and 
the other Atlantic provinces, the 
grand master continued, had come 
under Roman Catholic control, and 
real aggressive Protestant leadership 
was needed to remedy existing evils.

“In the Val Area, and at the head of 
the Pozina Valley, on the night of the 
25th the enemy attempted an attack 
on our position on the right bank of 
the Leno Torrent, and on the elopes of 
Corono Del Ooston. On the Tenezza 
plateau the enemy is stubbornly resist­
ing our advance in strongly entrench­
ed positions in the woods north of 
(Monte Cimone. Yesterday, however, 
we succeeded in making some prison­
ers. In the Trivignolo Valley enemy 
artillery is active against our new 
positions.

Sir,—Our Canadians at the front are 
compelled to endure many hardships, 
but we have the satisfaction of know­
ing that their food, if plain, is at least 
plentiful, and our men, if lying wound­
ed in our own (hospitals, are well cared

absolutely nothing when captured ex­
cept the clothes they wear, and under 
prevailing conditions in Germany it is 
very plain to be seen that our men 
must fare very badly indeed for the 
bare necessities of life.

The second anniversary of the de­
claration of war is to he observed on 
August 4th and 1 suggest that the vari­
ous patriots societies make a special 
and distinct effort on that day to aid 
our men -ow in the hands of the en­
emy.
