Here they were prisomers, with the sway-
ing masts in denger of being swept away at
any moment and toss them into the boiling
gurf below, They had nothing with which
to sl until one man. took off his coat
and it to the crosstree so it would
blow out to the breeze.

Fortunately 'the alert Jlookout in the
watchtower of the lfe-saving station had al-
ready seen the men in ahe rigging and had
given the alarm to Capt. Charles. Almost
at the same time the wreckers who were
ashore realizing that they were powerless
to rescue- their nions, had reached the
station to ask for aid.

It was a serious task, but the cool and
brave meén, who had been able to tave sailors
in darkness and sborm, were ejual to the
emengency. =

Three times they made an.  attempt to
launch their big lifeboat through the increas-
4ng surf, anl by the fearful breakers were
driven back. The next time success crowned
the work of these undaunted mea, and their
boat was sent through the surf line. They
were then able t0 reach the vessel with
comparative eace, and affer pylling around
under her lee four of the imperilled and half-
ms:n men jumped one by ene into the

They were soon landed on the beach, and
after battling with the surf again and again,
the boat was sent off a second time on
its errand of mercy, and ithe other four men

London, Nov. 14—Lord Roscbery, speak-
ing tonight in Edinburgh, said he did not
intend again to try to secure a reform
of the House of Lords for this was not
a2 task for an individual but one needing
a national impulse. ;

«f would like to see,” he continued,
«an experiment for a year of a govern-
ment formed entirely of business men such
for example as Mr. Carnegie and Sir
"I'homas Lipton., instead of politicians.

“I wou'd ask you, are we getting our
money’s worth for the money spent? We
are beginning to learn the lesson that
great measures must in future be carried

more by the harmony of the contending
parties or by the agreement of belligerent
politicians than by the overpowering as-
cendancy of any one faction in the coun-
try-”

Continuing, the speaker said he blamed
no party and blamed no government but
saw around him questions demanding solu-
tion and a general apathy and impotence
to deal with them. Political parties, he
said, must on occasions be willing to sink
their differences and forget who was in
power, and who would get credit for the
carrying out of measures if they wished
those measures to be carried out.

Three Killed While Trying
to Rescue the In-
jured.

TERRIBLE EXPLOSION.

Baby Mine ia Virginia Scene of
Awful Disaster--Death Came to
Fire Fighters as They Heroically
Worked -- Miners Are = Missing,
Thought to Be Entombed.

Bluefield, W. Va., Nov. 14.—Five dead
bodies have been taken from the Baby
Mine of the Pocahontas Colliery Company
at Pocahontas, Va. Several other persons
are unaccounted for and 25 persons have
I:ieen rescued more or less severely burn-

Farly this morning it was discovered
that the mine was afire. An alarm was
sent in and the fire company responded

f promptly. Just after the fire fighters had

reached the mouth of the mine and were
attempting to extinguish the flames, some
of the firemen and others having rushed
inside of the mine to ascertain the ex-
tent of the trouble and to assist mineras
entombed therein, a terrific explosion oe-

curred and many miners and their friends |

were more or less injured. It is supposed
that the mine caught fire from a defec-
tive electric light wire. Five bodies had
been mecovered up to 6 p. m. It is un-
certain if any more ave dead but it is
known that there are several men, per-
haps eight or ten, still in the mine, unless
they succeeded in making their escapé
through the Tug River entramce. Twenty-
five persons have been rescued, all burnt,
some seriously and pethaps fatally. All
the physicians in Pocahontas have ‘been
busy all day attending the injured. One
or two other explosions have followed that
of the morning and others are hourly ex-
pected. The mine is still burning and
clouds of smoke are pouring from its
mouth, The fan has now been stopped
and as soon as possible the mine will be
reentered with the hope of extinguishing
the fire.

CALLED TO HIS DOOR AND
SHOT THROUG THE NECK

*‘Money or Your Life,” the Demand
Upon Farmer Marshall--No Reply
- Awaited, but Shot Fired.

Ottawa, Nov. 14.—(Special).—Andrew
Marshall, a farmer, who was shot at his
doorstep at Ramsay’s corner, County Rus-
sell, is lying here tonight at the Protest-
ant hospital, between life and death. Mr.
Manrshall is 57 years of age and is of .a
quiet disposition. He has a wife, but no
flamily.

The account of the shooting is gathered
from the story as told by the vietim.
This morning about 3 o'clock Marshall
was awakened by a loud knocking at his
door. He went down stairs, and on open-
ing the door, thrust his head out to seé
who was knocking. He asked, “What do
you want?’

The answer came, “Money or your life.”
Without a warning, the man, who ever
he was, fired at once. The ball passed
through Marshail’s neck, struck a beam
in- the ceiling and, after hitting the wall,
fell to the floor. Marshall fell back and
was assisted to a sofa by his wife.

Marshall asserts that he recognized the
voice of his assailant and it said that it is
known who the man is that fired the shot.
The mame Marshall gave was that of
Arthur Buckley, who worked in the vi-

cinity.

The bullet plowed the flesh from the
base of the neck on the right hand side
and came out behind the shoulder. The

PROGRESS

OPERATIONS AGAINST BOERS

SLOWLY BUT SUAELY

Most Formidabie Commandoes Have Been Driven Out of the
Field—Peace Negotiations Talk Revived—Another .
Canadian Dead. '

London, Nov. 14—A correspondent of
the Times at Middleburg, Cape Colony, re-
ports comsiderable progress in the opera-
tions against the Boems. The most formid-
able commandos have now been driven
ou of the Midlands. The work of ‘clearing
out the Boers is mecessarily slow and
harassing, says the despaftch, as at least
twodthirds of the inhabitants of the coun-

try districts are sympathizers with them.

The responsibility for the delay in the
work of clearance zests on those who
allowed the troops to grow stale by not
relieving them in regular rotation. More
horses and greater mobility in the columns
are required.

London, Nov. 15—In an article on' the
war in South Africa, the Times says to-
day:

“Ihe Boers, as far back as last May,
were guilty of murdering whole kraals of
Kaffirs in order to destroy the traces of
the movements of their own commandoes.
The British euthorities at the time, for
some reason mot specified, prohibited any
mention of these outrages.”

New York, Nov. 13—The London corre-
spondent of the Tribune notes that peace
negotiations are reported from every quar-
ter except Botha’s headquarters in the
saddle. Kruger and Leyds ave credited,
for the first time, with a willingness to

consider something less than actual na-
tional independence as a basis for peace,
but the rumors from Holland are contra-
dictory .and illusory. There is a story that
the Boers in arms have intimated &.de-
sire for peace to Lord Kitchener, without
any reference to Kruger, Steyn or Botha,
but this is & transparent fiction. - There
can be no peace with eight thousand Boers
and Cape rebels hold the field, under &
dozen or more guerilla leaders.
