Later
a squad «f officers forced an entrance into
the house, and after a struggle secured the
murderer, who had hidden under a bed.

Policeman Shot Dead..

Boles came home shortly after 5 o’clock,
and less than half-an hour afterward other
tenants in'the house heard the sounds of

‘a quarrel, followed by a revolver shot. A

little gitl who lived in the house ran down
the street and told Police Sergeant Joseph
O’Connell and Patrolman MgMurray that
Harry Boles was murdering somebody.
The officers hastened to the hwopse amd
found that Boles had locked the deors and
refused to admit them. The policemen
then broke in one of the dcor panels, and
at the same instant Boled fired, the bullet
passing through the broken section of the
deor, and entering McMurray’s hreast just
in a delivery wagon, and died less than
jugular vein or carotid artery. The wound-
ed officer was taken to the police station
ina delivery wagon, and died less than
ten minutes after receiving the wound.
A squad of police were dotailed to the
Boylston street house, and after a struggle
Boles was arrested. The policggsay that he
wag crazed by ligtior. The search of the
house resulted in the discovety of Mrs.
Boles’ lifeless bcdy on the floor of the
kitchen. Ornly one wound was found, a
bullet hole in the top of the skull, im-
mediately to the right of the middle line,
Medical Examiner Cutts said that she was
instantly killed.

Tenth Day of the Battle Marked by Desperate Fighting--
Kuropatkin Fiercely Holding His Position as on That
Deperides the Safety of Left Wing of His Army
Which is in Desperate Straits.

Reports from Russian eouices give a
more. hopeful view of the situation of
General Kuropatkin's ammy. <That com-
mander has re-occupied and holds the town
of Shakhe, the possession of which for
several days was fimst with one and them
the other contending armies.

Reports from the Russian left wing, for
the safety of whichethere had been much
anxiety, are mo later than the night of
October 13. It had been fighting for two
days for possession of Tumin and Sait-
choun passes, important strategic points,
but up to the time of the sending of the
last ‘despatch, the Japamese were still in
possession of the passes.

In order that this column may be able
to nrejoin the main Russian army, it is
necessary that General Kuropatkin should
hold the bridges over the Hun river and
the position he now woccupies on the Shak-
he river.. There is mo indication that the
end of the great battle is at hand. Ksti-
mates of the losses dhow a wide divergence,
but are as a rule lower than those given
in Sunday’s -despatches.

Russians Turn Tables on Japs.

Mukden, Oct. 17, 1.30 p. in—The Rus-
sian forces at 11 o’clock this forenoon
penetrated the Japanese center; and it is
reported captured 11 or 12 gund and 150
prisoners east of the railway. At another
point during the day the. Siberfan regi-
ments took 24 guns. ,‘ i ;

The Russian operations today have been
quite successful, . The Japanese after a
terriffically stubborn.resistance were coms-
pelled to retire along .their, whole -line,
losing heavily. All the trenches. carried
by the Russians were filled with the Jap-
ancse dead.

In one not very large trench there were
counted 600 corpses of Japanese. In spite
of their losses the Japanese were . un-
daunted. They have brought up siege
guns and have left no stone unturned to
retain the mastery of the situation. Every
step the Russians have pushed forward
today has been in the face of a superior
resistance, tthat has cost the Russians
dear. The Japanese seem to be willing to
fight until they are annihilated.

Tomorrow will be the tenth day of the
battle.

Russians Capture Jap Positions
and Guns.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 17.—6.30 p. m.—The
commands of Genera's Meyendorff and Zar-
boubaieff bore the brunt of the fighting
of Saturday and Sunday ‘at the Russian
center. ‘A high officer of the general staff
informed ithe ! Associated Press that the
Russians still hold Fengtaipu, a mile north-
east of the point where the Mukden-
Bensiaputze road crosses the Shankhe
niver and they are holding command of
the road from Bentsiaputze to Fushun.
The officer declares that there was noth-
ing except skirmishing on the Russiah
left and right 'wings throughout Octtober
15, v
. The fighting which began yesterday was
concluded at 8 o'ciock this morning with
the capture of Lone Tree Hil, the im-
portance of which it is explained is due
to the fact that the Japanese therefrom
were able '‘to pour an enfilading fire upon
the Russian posts east and west a'ong the
Shakhe miver. The Japanese fully appreei-

heavy guns on the hill, of which the Rus-
sians captured twelve. The others were
removed. The possession of Lone Tree
Hil: will now enable the Russians in turn
to enfilade the Japanese trenches right and
left of the hill. An effort on the part of
the Japanese 'to rceapture the hill is ex-
pected as meinforcements are seen moving
from the other side of the railroad, osten-
sibly for this purpose.

(Port Axthur).

The losses during the six days’ fighting
have been very heavy. In front of a por-
tion of the left army 1,500 dead were
found in the €irst four days, indicating
that the casualties have been not less than
7,500. ;

The estimates of Russian losses in ‘the
six days’ fighting run from 10,000 to 25,000.

The Japanese casualties have mot been
estimated, but it is believed that they will
be much less than the Russians.

It is belieted that the Russians propose
to offer resistance along the Hun River
outside of Mukden.

The Japanese probably will push forward
with a view fo forcing an' entrance to
Mukden as soon as possible.

Enormous Russian Force En-
gaged.

An official estimate prepared at imperial
headquarters places the Russian force en-
gaged in the battle of the Shakhe river at
200,000 infantry and 26,000 .cavalry with
950 guns.

Kuropa.tkin’s Position Critical.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 18, 3.15 a. m.—The
news from the front is more rea.ssuring'
from the Russian standpoint. The situ-
ation is still regarded as fbeing critical, but
General Kuropatkin is apparently holding
the Japanese firmly on his center and
right wing, even having re-crossed the
Shakhe river; and while there are rumors
of an extensive Japanese flanking move-
ment both on the east and on the -west,
there is no evidenee that they are actually
| oceurring.

| General Kuropatkin’s left wing has been
! heard from. The Associated Press has the
first connected account of the four days’
fight in fron't of Tumin and Saitchoun
passes, resulting in the final withdrawal of
the strong Russian column which had been
sent to turn the Japanese right, though
General Mistchenko seems to have actually
penetrated a considerable distance inside
the Japanese line.

The report of the operations of the Rus-
sian Jeft wing is still three days old and
since that time no news has been received
from this column. The situation at this
date may e described as follows:

General Kuropatkin has slightly ad-
vanced his center, re-occupying Shakhe,
south of the Shakhe river. Directly be-
hind him at a distance of nine miles, lies
the Hun river and across the bridges
spanning this stream the Russians must
retire, in case they metreat to Mukden.
General Kuropatkin  must continue to
{ firmly hold his center and right flank in
| order to prevent the Japanese getting pos-
| session of the Hun river bridges. Thus
| he will cover the withdrawal of his apy-
parently beaten west wing.
