‘| per, issued by the inland revenue depart-

ment, states that from an examination of
umples, obtained in all parts of Canada
it is shown that pepper continues to be
the most extensively adulterated spice on
the market. Of 140 samples of black pep-
per analyzed 100 were found genuine,
ﬁenty-ﬁ\'e adulterated and fifteen doubt-

Of 139 samples of white pepper, 104
were genuine, twenty-four adulterated and
eleyven doubtful.

The adulteration seems to be most preva-
lesit in Montreal and Toronto districts. In
Montreal of twenty-five samples examined
five were adulterated. Of -twenty-seven
samples examined in Toronto seven .were
adulterated. % ;

In Noya Scotia, New Brunswick and
Manitoba only ome samplein each prov-
ince, out of twenty examined, was found
adulterated,
