'MUCH PROGRESS

Says He Sees No Reason Why Dredg-
ing There. Cannot Be Done With
Great Speed—An Ideal Spot for a

The taking of the borings,.the prelimin-
ary work to the extenstve ‘development at
Courtenay Bay, was completed on Satur-

day. H. M. Davy, engineer of the public
works  department, yOttawa, who was in
charge, made this i ¥nouncement yester-
day. The work, in fact, Mr. Davy said,
with the exception of certain details, was
completed a few days ago. Everything is
now in readiness for the construction
work. During the last month his time
had been taken up exclusively with the
taking of the soundings where the pro-
posed docks and wharves for. berthing’ and
terminal facilities are to be built..

The site marked off in the plans for
these docks is opposite the foot of Orange
street. It is estimated that they will be
between 700 and 800. feet in length. In
taking the soundings for these, Mr. Davy
said’that he met with most gratifying re-
sults. In boring at a depth of more than
thirty-two feet below the low water mark,

brevent dredging. At this particular spot
it was found that no rock excavation

would be required.
Has Done Much'Work,

Siuce coming here last May; considering
the peculiar weather which St. John is
subject to, and which - Mr. Davy had to
contend with, under his personal supervis-
ion a vast amount of work has been ac-
complished. During that comparatively
short period,, starting at the Barracks
Point and working inward, he made an al-
most complete survey of that section of
Courtenay Bay.

"In the plans of the Courtenay Bay de-
velopment which were placed on exhibi-
tion during the dominion fair, and which
were also published in The Telegraph, Mr.
Davy’s -work was much in evidence.

He says that he sees no reason why all
the good things that have beéen said about
Courtenay Bay - should not materialize.
From his standpoint he found everything
most favorable. - All that was needed was
a certain amount of dredging. Nor was
the dredging required to be done as much
as was generally suppozed. Some people,
he said, were under the impression that
the whole bay would have to be dredged.
This was not so, for all the work that
would have to be done would be in the
channel and in‘the viecinity of the pro-
posed wharves. *Tliree powerful dredges
working Lere togethér, he said, would in a
comparatively short time and at a cost
by no neans enormons, be able to com-
plete the work. ¥rom the mariner's stand-
point, Courtenay Bay is admirable,
Davy said. At present the only wind
which can disturb the bay is the wind
from the south. "The building of the pro-
posed breakwater would De instrumental
in shutting out this.
