
MATRICULATION.
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Graduates of Horton Collegiate Academy, of the 
Baptist Seminary of New Brunswick, and of approved 

- High Schools may be admitted without examination, 
upon presentation of certificates that they have com­
pleted the prescribeil studies and passed satisfactory 
examinations thereon.

Students desiring to enter upon the full Course or 
to take general studies should report themselves to 
the Presidept for registration on the day before 
the opening of the College. A fee of one dollar is 
charged for registration, an additional fee of one dollar 
for matriculation.
