CHANCELLOR EBERT ANNOUN­
CES.

London, Jan. 7.—The Ebert Gov­
ernment has, decided to act with 
its full military force to crush the 
uprising of Spartacists, and as a 
result the anarchy and evil war 
in Berlin is to-night near a crisis, 
according to dispatches reaching 
here. Order, however, is not ex­
pected before hundreds are added 
to the dead, who by scores have 
already been killed in the street 
fighting between the Government 
troops and the adherents of Dr. 
Liebknechts group. Tho only oc­
currence that will prevent serious 
bloodshed is that surrender of the 
Spartacans.

Loath To Act.
Until last night Premier Ebert 

was opposed to using extreme force 
against the revolutionists. He held 
to the belief that the uprising would 
die of itself because of the strong 
popular support of the Government. 
This view he u god successfully 
to the central council of soldiers 
and workers. Yesterday, however, 
the trouble grew worse. The Spar- 
tacans, with the most of the civic 
buildings in their possession, seiz- 
ed the Reichbank. Last evening 
the central council realized vigor­
ous action was necessary, and de­
cided to use all military forces to 
end the uprising.

Gustav Noske has been appoint­
ed commander-in-chief of the Gov­
ernment troops, which have been 
brought to the center of the city 
and concentrated near the chancel­
lor s palace. Pedestrians are report 
ed to have been ordereding of the 
general railway executives and are 
also holding tho main telegraph 
office. Twenty of their men were 
permitted by Government troops 
to enter the building of the minis­
ter of war “in order to make sure 
that there might be no further shoot­
ing off the streets and all windows 
have been closed. The Government 
has refused to negotiate with the 
Spartacans, and the opposing for­
ces face each other along tho Wil- 
helmstrasse, being separated by a

CONFERENCEIN REGARDTO
LEAGUE OF NATIONS

London Jan 8-The principals of 
the peace conference are gathering at 
Paris, in readiness for the conversa- 
tions of the allied powers which meets 
next Monday at the offices of tho 
French ministry of foreign affairs.

A considerable proportion of the 
British official staff, which is to assist 
the delegations is ready in Paris. The 
Canadian mission also has representa­
tives there, making the necessary ar­
rangements for the accommodation of 
the Canadian party. , . . .

The whole British mission is to b 
housed in two large hotels. Mr. Bal­
four and Sir. Robert Cecil who have 
charge of the British case .n relat.on 
to the proposed league of nations are 
already in France and Mr. Lloyd 
George and Mr Bonar Law will cross 
immediately after the new Government 
is announced probably on Friday.

Sir Robert Borden will be in Paris 
in time for the opening of the allied 
conference on Monday.
The Procedure.,

The procedure already indicated in 
these dispatches will be followed ?A 
fortnight and perhaps three weeks, will 
be taken up in informal confidential 
conferences between the allies. The 
nucleus of this conference will be the 
British American, French and Italian 
delegations. The smaller allied nations 
will have agreed to this new procedure 
as calculated to expedite proceedings 
The representatives of newly-formed 
states and international specialists will 
be called in for consultation as occasion

The plan is designed to facilitate the 
agreement of the allies upon big issues 
which must be settled if there is to 
be a satisfactory peace and has been 
accepted by the smaller nations as 
satisfactory. *

President Wilson’s addresses in 
Italy were optimistic in their fore- 
shadowing of an agreement between 
the allies, and this is the predominant 
expectation of the allied peoples. 
It is recognized, however that French 
and Italian opinion on tho terms of 
peace is more clearly defined and is 
harder than British and American 
sentiment. The statesmen of those 
countries speak much of frontiers 
and security. They are doubtful 
about the coming of an era of peace 
fee f ftvival of German militaristi 
ambitions and seek enduring safe­
guards against aggression and invas­
ion.

Unless the league of nations takes 
form that will give this security both 
these nations will seek strategic fron­
tiers that’ will make invasion difficult. 
Thus Italy may ask for the Southern 
Tyrol in order to control the Brenner 
Pass, the historic gate to the Plains of 
Italy and also an enlarge message of 
control of the Adriatic.
