THE CASTLE AT ITS WITS' END.

Tenant-Farmers of Co. Limerick
KHesolve to Pay No Rent.

The Mmuicipal Elections in England.

Lonpox, Oct. 31.—~The following proposi-
tion tor meeting the defects of the « No
Rent” proclamation appears in a Times edit-
orial this morning :— It would be too much
to hope that an attempt to force the ¢ no rent’
policy will not be made,possibly on a consider-
able scale. But non-paymsent of rent must
be followed by evictions unless the infection
of any daring refusal is to run
through a whole district. The Government
has pledged itself in & recent proclamation
to use ull the resources at its disposal in en-
forcing legol rights, but it is not f r the Gov-
erument to initiate evictions or to follow
them up. The landlords must combine and
subscribe to carry into. effect meaaurea on the
success of which their proporty depends.
The agitators are now telling the tenants that
the landlords are bankropt and that the Pro-
perty Defeace Association and Emergency
Committees must fall to the ground if the
tenants only hold cut a little longer. It is
for tho landlords to show that this counsel
restson a miscalculation. If necessary they
will not appeal in vain, we are sure, to the
liberality of those of our own class in Eog-
land. When the tepants who persist in
refusing  payment, 1in  pursuance of
Mr. DTarpell's orderr, are evicted there
ought to Dbe some. arrangements for
getting the lands at once under gome cul-
tivation by the employment of emergency
men, or, it other agents cannot be found,.if
necessary, tenants could probably be brought
from the North into Monster and Connaught.
The Government would be Dound to
give them protection, acd the utmost
of its power, and to punish by every means
attempts to intimidnte themn. We do not be-
lieve that when once the breaking up of the
Land League nad begun by the extorlion of
the comfortablo tenapis, the rest would be
able to resist the temptation of securing
their rights in their own farmse, and of

competing for those vacated by thoir
neighbors. Thoso who were foolish enough

to face eviction would fiad they had irrvevo-
cably lost their privileges as present tenants
and that the sule of their interests had hand-
¢d over the property the Land Act gave them
to landlords or emergency men.”

Doy, Oct, 31.—Coneiderable commotion
was caused by Mr. Parnell's letter printed in
the Freeman's Journal on Saturday. There is
much curiosity regarding the parts of the
letter which the Journal suppresses as, it
says, “on account of the proclamation
of the GQGovernment.” The following
is the coacluding portion of the suppressed
portioas : # Permit me to express, in conclu-
sion, the unacimous feeling of every men in
the jail that they are willing 10 remain hero
for anpy number of months that may be
necessary, 8o loong as the Irish poople, whom
it is impossible to imprison, stand by the
lessons wo taught them during two years.”
