THE SACRED HEART CONVENT.

A BRIEF ACCOUNT OF THE SPLENDID NEW
EDIFICE,

The new Convent of the Sacred Heart, on
Alexander street, between Dorchester and St.
Catherine streets, which 18 now receiving its
last touches, will be occupied early in Sepe
tember.

The convent I8 bullt in the Gothic style of
architecture,but the rules of the order demand
that all bufidings shsall be very plain; in the
chapel alone 18 this rulerelaxed. The exterior

of the convent 18 of grey stone,and measures
250 feet in length, by 70 In width, the height
belng about 150 fest. The tnterior of the bulld-
ing, the rooms of whleh will ba very large axd
alry, contaln the latest modern appliances and
improvements, and although evergthing must
be ?laln and useful, nothing will be so rigldly
plaln as to exclude comfort. The Sisters will
have thelr apartments in the wings of the
building.

The refeclories, kitchen and recreation
rooms, are sitnated in the basement. On the
ground floor i the school.room—a splendid,
well-lighted room 100 feet by 35 feet ; on this
floor there are 5 large class-rooms and Ql’parlors.
The chapel which is a beautiful specimen of
Gothlo style of architecture will be twice the
helght of the ordinary rooms and measures 35
feet b{ 70 feet; there is also a pretty Lady
Chapel measuring 40 feet by 20 feet. A well-
appointed inflrmary 18 also filled on the first
flst. Dormitories, studles and a clothes-room,
measuring ¢4 by 17 feet with latest appliances
are on the second fioor. There are sister apart-
ments and private bed-rooms on the top floor,
and the spaclous corridors throughout the
bullding are well lighted. Elevators have also
