HAMILTON (CUP) — Four McMaster University students,
just returned from Cuba, say they were cold-shouldered by
officialdom despite pre-trip assurances that they would be well
treated.

David Hitchcock, editor of the Silhouette, suggested that
the snubbing was typical of the bureaucratic inefficiency com-
mon throuahout Cuba.

Mr. Hitchcock pointed out that many of the individual
students they met were very kind and hospitable. “While re-
luctant to accept criticisms,” he added, “they did give us an
opportunity to learn about their attitude toward the revolu-
tion and the part they played in it".
