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14. Any Member of the Legislative Assembly Re?;gsg;ﬁg; of seat in Legislative
may resign his seat therein by writing under his
hand addressed to the Speaker, and upon the receipt
of such resignation by the Speaker the seat of such

Member shall become vacant :

Provided that no Member shall, without the
permission of the Legislative Assembly, resign his
seat while any proceedings are pending in respect of
his election if it is alleged in those proceedings that
any corrupt or illegal practices took place at that
election, or while any proceedings are contemplated
or pending in respect of his conduct in, or as a 5
Member of, the Legislative Assembly.

15.—(1) Whenever a vacancy occurs in the Writs for filling vacancies.
Legislative Assembly from any cause, other than as
the result of an election petition, the Speaker shall,
upon a resolution of the said Assembly declaring

such vacancy, inform the Governor thereof.
(2) Provided that if such vacancy occurs when g
the Legislative Assembly is not in session, the

Speaker, or in the case of the death, incapacity, or

absence from the Colony of the Speaker, the Clerk

to the Assembly, shall, on a certificate under the

hands of two Members of the Assembly, stating that

such vacancy has occurred and the cause thereof,

inform the Governor thereof.

(8) The Governor on receiving such information

shall without delay cause the necessary steps to be

taken for filling such vacancy in accordance with

the Law for the time being in force in the Colony

under the provisions of Section 6 of these Our

Letters Patent.
