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season when fishing for halibut in 
such waters is prohibited by this 
Convention or by any regulations 
adopted in pursuance of its provisions. 
Any halibut that may be taken inciden­
tally when fishing for other fish 
during the season when fishing for 
halibut is prohibited under the pro­
visions of this Convention or by any 
regulations adopted in pursuance of its 
provisions may be retained and used 
for food for the orew of the vessel 
by which they are taken. Any portion 
thereof not so used shall be landed 
and immediately turned over to the 
duly authorised officers of the Depart­
ment of Commerce of the United States 
of America or of the Department of 
Marine and Fisheries of the Dominion 
of Canada. Any fish turned over to 
such officers in pursuance of the 
provisions of this article shall be 
sold by them to the highest bidder 
and the proceeds of such sale, ex­
clusive of the necessary expenses in
connection therewith, shall be paid

\by them into the treasuries of their 
respective countries.
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
