ve have often repeated, the Church 
consecrates each month of the year 
to some special devotion. The month 
pf June is specially set aside to 
honor the Sacred Heart of Jesus. 
It is one of the most beautiful sea­
sons of the year, and is especially 
glorious on account of the long 
days, the warm air, the budding into 
maturity of the flowers, the grandness 
of early summer. It is the season of 
beat anh life. And it is consecrated 
to the Heart that is the fountain of 
all warmth and vitality in the spiri­
tual domain. All the world over the 
devotion to the Sacred Heart has 
become known and hai* produced re­
sults that can only be ascribed to 
miracles of grace. In this diocese 
we have very particular reasons for 
keeping the month of the Sacred 
Heart, for our good Archbishop has 
placed us in a special manner under 
the safeguards of that adorable 
Heart; to It he has consecrated his 
own episcopal life, and with it . the 
great section of the Catholic world 
that is immediately under his care.

The Heart of Christ, like the heart 
of man. is the organ of love. It is, 
then, the love of Jesus for mankind 
that we honor when we pay tribute 
to the Sacred Heart. That 'is the 
Heart that beat with Divine pulsa­
tions of love for our race, when It 
throbbed in the human breast of the 
Son of God.

or the institution of the Sacrament of 
the Blessed Eucharist. In former 
times it was a feast of obligation, 
but of recent years, for very good 
reasons, the Church has seen fit to 
curtail the number of feasts of obli­
gation, and amongst them is that of 
Corpus Christi. Like all feasts . of 
that character, its solemnization ge­
nerally takes place on the following 
Sunday. In this Catholic city we 
still keep up the grand and imposing 
ceremony 0f Corpus Christi proces­
sion. On that day, and it is for 
that reason called Procession Sunday 
the Blessed Sacrament is talvKL&rom 
the Tabernacle, from the temple^and 
carried in solemn procession through 
the streets of the city. It is one of 
those rare and beautiful opportuni­
ties for the Catholic to demonstrate 
his faith and to inspire those not of 
his religion with respect for his con­
victions.

No more touching spectacle than 
that of a prelate of the Church bear­
ing the Sacred Host through the 
public thoroughfares, folioweer by 
lengthy procession of pious and rev_ 
rent people, all uncovered and all dis­
playing the utmost piety and devo­
tion. There may be here and there 
a person found, so lacking in venera­
tion and so devoid of self-respect, as 
to sneer at such an exhibition of 
piety. But the procession move* on 
and the scoffer falls back into the 
insignificance out of which he has 
arisen for a* moment. But the great 
mass of the people, the men and wo­
men of educated sentiment, and of 
fine feeling, cannot and do not re­
sist the admiration the experience, for 
the fervent faith of the Catholics whoi 
believing in the Real Presence of 
our Divine Lord in the Holy Euchar 
rist, demonstrate their love for Him 
and their appreciation of His Love 
for them, by an open display, with­
out either bravado or ostentation, of 
the principles inculcated by the 
Church He has left to guide us on

We mentioned last week that cer­
tain regulations had been made of a 
permanent character regarding the 
holding of processions by the differ­
ent parishes throughout the diocese.
As far as the centre of the city is 
concerned the four great parishes 
form but one for that occasion, and 
Notre Dame Church is to be, for all 
time to come, the point of departure 
and that of ending for the procession 
of Corpus Christi.

This unnatural straining after mo- 
ney, for after all the acquisition of 
wealth is the sole incentive that 
underlies all modern effort, has be­
come a vice more destructive of bu­
siness, political and social morality 
than drunkenness, gaming or the 
morphine habit, for, far from being 
condemned by our educationalists 
and our churches, it is unhappily ap­
plauded ia a majority of class rooms 
and in innumerable pulpits. The 
merciless doctrine of the survival of 
the fittest is everywhere preached. 
An individual or a nation must be 
"UP~to-date”—as the slang of the 
age goes—or be condemned to star­
vation in the one case or disintegra­
tion in the other. This besetting 
sin of modern civilization *'is nurtured 
in the infant’s class, cultivated in 
the public schools, encouraged in the 
colleges, applauded in the press and 
endorsed by many of the churches.

We have called tfatis the besetting 
si» of modern civilization as known 
to us, and we are right. In good old 
pre-Reformation days we had a differ­
ent picture. Does not Protestantism 
laud and magnify all the attractive­
ly brilliant manifestations of national 
material prosperity, and take cre­
dit to itself for having inspired them, 
while scornfully reproaching Catho­
licism for acting as a drag upon the 
wheels of the triumphant chariot of 
Modem Progress ? “The Catholic In­
dustrial ideal,” to quote Father 
Young, iu his “Protestant and Ca­
tholic Countries Compared,” “while 
admitting the motive of gain as Q 
legitimate and necessary one, does 
not consider it in the light of the one 
thing necessary.

NOTES OF THE WAB.
Despatches, received on Wednesday 

in this dity are to the effect that sec­
tions of the Russian and Japanese 
armies have had several sharp en­
counters in which serious losses 00 
currocJ to both sides. The scene of 
the engagements was northeast of 
Fong Wang Cheng, and the railway 
above Kin Chou.

Severe fighting is reported along 
the railway between stations Vfangoy 
and Vfandin. The Japanese suffered 
heavily and would have been annihi­
lated had not infantry reserves came 
up and forced the Russians to retire 
into Vfangoy.

A correspondent in St. Petersburg 
of a Parisian newspaper says : “A 
friend of General Kuropatkin tells ma 
that before his departure the General 
said : -“The first month it will be 
said I am inactive; the second that I 
am incapable, and the third that I 
am a traitor because we will be re­
pulsed and beaten, although that will 
pot seriously affect the result of 
operations. I shall let the people 
talk, firmly adhering to my resolu­
tion not to march before July, when 
I shall have the overwhelming masses 
I need.”
