Killed Rival Many
Years Ago and Fled.

Authorities Had ' Given Up
Search—Now- Declared
Eree-Man

KINGSTON,. N. Y., April 8.—In some
western city the name of which is
scrupulously guarded, lives a promi-
nent and respected citizen from whom
the Supreme Court of New. York today
temoved the stigma of an indictment
which, returned twenty-six years ago,
charged John Taylor with™ the death
of Thomas Murray.

The present home of Taylor and the
name under which he has since lived,
married and risen to the head of a
big mercantile establishment, are
known -to but three men here.and his
secret will be kept. Taylor's identity
was made known by him to the court
after a search for him that had covered
two continents and occupied several
years, had been abandened. Throwing
himself upon ‘the mercy of the ‘prose-
cutor, Taylor invited an inquiry into
his life for the last guarter of a cen-
tury., This wa$ made and proved so
satisfactory that former Supreme
Court Justice Clearwater, who as dis-
trict a.ttorney, secured the indictment
of Taylor, declared thatjit Would “be
gross injustice toreveal the man’'s new
name.

TFoday Justice Howard of Proy, sit-
ting in the Supreme Court, dismissed
the indictment against Ta.ylor after-t
had been ‘shown that all’possible wit-
nesses against" the defendant were
dead.
