McEachern, of Torontio, who won the
six-dagy indoor championship of the
United States at Madison Square
Garden, was thrown from his wheel
in a try-out on the new seveg-lap
Colliseurn track yesterday, and in-
Jured so badly that he died five mia-
utes after arriving at the City Hos-
pital. McEachern came here last
Sunday with his two trainers and
pacers, Bobble Thompson and Alired
Boake, also of Toronto, and immedi-
ately set to hard training, prepara-
iory for an attcmpt to b.eak. the once-
m'le aid fftecn-wlle recoris. Oa that
day McE:achern declared h2 never felt
beiter tn his life, and without exer-
tion covered ten miles in sixteen
minutes anua twenty-nine seconds.

At 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon
the Caunadian mounted his wheel for
a fifteen-mile try-out, paced by
Thompso.i and Boake on a moior-
cycle. All three were in fine condl-
tioin. They were leaving the sharp
turn in the last lap for the fifteanth
mile at a speed of 1.25, when the
driving chain on the pacer broke,
and dragged along. M:Eachern, who
was following the rear wheel with-
out varlation throughout the trial,
struck the pacer, and was hurled a
dozén feet in {h~ air and against 5. m»
scaffoliiag. His collar-bone  was
rbroken, his chest crushed in, and his
left lung torn. The only words he
uttered were: ‘* Oh, Bob!”

The men on the pacers were un-
conscious of the accijent, and were
speeding for the second turn, en-
deavoring to make a new record,
when they came upon the prostrate
form of McEachern, and nearly run
into the injured rider. The several
screamed fran-
tically, and climbed over the track
And crowded around the fallen ey-
c\Mst.

Bread Tax.

HAVE LEARNED THEIR LESSON.

(Buffalo Courier.).

Free Trade England having im-
posed some unusnal taxes under the
strain of necessity for war reve-
nue, among them 1s one on grain
and flour, which has excited bitter
opposition. 1t brings to the public
mind the old-time struggle for the
abolition of the corn laws, with its
accompanying riots and distress,
and is resented by many as indicat-
ing a disposition for returning to
sysiems of taxation which bore more
heavily upon the poor than later
and more enlightened methods of
revenue production. The average
Englishman i® more tenacious of
his rights and liberties than most
Americans, perhaps because his peo-
ple had a longer, harder contest to
secure them. u

But the British uwoverpment has
refused to abandon the bread tax,
for the relief.of the poor class, al-
though it has let up on the extra
tax of a penny on cheques. In stat-
ing the position of the Government,
Sir Willlam Vernon Harcourt hav;
ing moved that ‘“the ‘House declines
to jmpose duties on grains, flour
and other food of the people,” the
Chancellor of the Excheguer dwelt
upon the necessity for America to
send, its products to Great Britain.
This country must send its wheat
there because of the protective
duties elsewhere, and he be-
lieved that “the producers and car-
riers of grafn would pay the new
tax if there was a big! crop.”

The fallacy of this idea  must
cause a smile to many Americans
who werg themselves deluded by it
through one campaign after an-
other until a mountaim of proof

BURNED BY BOILING LYE.

Junction Man Now in Critical Con-
dition.

Performcss Critically Il and Can-
vasmen Collapse While at Work.

by boys wiho dipped it from a stream
said to contain dye from a woollen
mill.

EXTENSION OF NATAL.

Certain Portions of the Transvaal to
be Taken in.

Loudon, May 10.—A despatch from
Pietermaritzburg says that the Pre-
mier has presented to the Natal As-
sembly the ecorrespondence with the
Imperial Government respecting the
exiension of the boundaries of Natal.
The colony will receive new territory,
fucluding .the districts of Vryheid,
Utrecht, Bnd, roughly, that portion
of the Wakkerstroom district on' the
Natal side of the Drakensberg. Tho
districts to be added to Natal contain
a population of about 8,000 white
inhabitamts, and some 50,000 natives,
the area being upwards of 7,000
square miles. Natal is to assume re-
sponsibility for a portion of the
Transvaal debt, estimated at £700,~
000. The addition to Natal's terri-
tory 1s thus one-fourth, to her white
population about one-seventh, and to
her native population about one-
slxteenth.

In the original memorandum deal-
ing with the extension of the Natal
boundaries, Natal was to cede to the
Transvaal Colony a portion of Tonga-
lard. including Kosi Bay. As Natal
declined to agree to this, the condi-
tion was withdrawn, but the por-
tion of ‘the Transvaal debt taken
over was proportionately increased.

THOMAS LEMAC SENTENCED

To be lianged for a Murder Commit-

! ted Eight Years Ago.
Winnipeg, May 19.—Thcmas Lemac,
a half-breed, was found guilty at
Regina to-day of the wilful murder of
Josiah Maloney mnear File Hils, and
sentenced to hang June 27, Lemac
and Maloney were companions, but
quarrelled near Fort Qu’'Appelle on
September 15, 1894. Maloney was
later found in' & dying condition. Af-
ter confessing that he had Kkilled
Maloney, Lemac disappeared for
eight years, but three months ago
was arrested in Montana and brought
back to Canada for trial, with the
above result.

Slew Police, Burned Bodies, and Put
Them in Saddle Bags. 1

AUTOMOBILES RACE.

Kighty-nine Vehicles Set Out im
Morning Raln.

Parls, May 19.—The race against
time by alcohol automobiles, organ-
