Belief That a

Disscolution of

Parliament is Near at Hand.

Lonton cable says: Perplexity is
the result of this morning’s out-
come of yesterday’s extraordinary
proceedings and much ironical com-
ment is made on the figure of
- “each for himsell” that the Cabi-
~met cuts. The Tory Morning Post
describes the situation as a “spot
barred debate,” in which every one
played the “spot stroke,” and says
the debate has not cleared the air,
but shows that the air wants clear-
ing. This idea permeates the com-
ments in this morning’s papers. \

That even if the Cabinet is con-
tent with its “open mind,” .and Mr.
Chamberlain retains his seat on
the ground, in which he has only
imvited the country (o discuss the
question, such a patching up can-
not possibly last long and that a
Cabinet, break up and a dissolution
of Parliament is not far distant.

Mhe latest gossip in  best in-
formed quarters is to the effect
that Mr. Chamberlain will not re-

sign, while the Government will
endeavor to dispose of the Irish
Jand bill and stave off a crisis un-
til October. X

It is gencrally agreed that Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach’s onset wasa
surprise to Mr. Chamberlain, whi
had nct expected such. wholesalé
« protests against his proposals.

The Daily Chronicle (Liberal), re-
ferring to Mr. Chamberlain’s state-
ment to the secretary of the Bir-
mingham Liberal Unionist Associa-
tion, points out that Canada gives
a bounty on stecl and iron and
asks whether Mr. Chamberlain
would put a countervailing duty
on bounty-fed Canadian imports.
This, it is said, would be to em-
bark on a tariff war with the Col-
onies.

The Times believes that the Pre-
mier will exert his influence to the
utmost to preserve harmony in
the Cabinet, in the hope of posipon-
ing a dissolution of Parliament
until it has passed the domestic
bills now, in' hand.

That the interest in the political
situation had been enbhanced by the
dramatic develcpments yesterday
was fully eVidenced to-day by the
remarkable animation and alertness
of everybody in and about the House
when the time approached for the
resumption of the debate in ‘the
House of Commons on the amend-
ment of Henry Chaplin to the budget
bill. N
The debate was resumed by Major
Beely, Conservative, who as a con-
vinced free trader rejriced in the
repeal of the grain tax.

Sir Coories Dok, Advaneed Radieal,
contended thie the House had a right
to demand an opportunity for pro-
nouncing julgment on this important
fiscal question. Ahe speaker deried
that protectionist couantries were
cutting ocut Great Britain Trom the
markets of the workd.

Wholesaie Dry Goods Ware-
house Destroyed.

& Co., grocery, and Bowman & Co.,
hardware, suffering to the extent of
between $35,000 and $10,000 each
from smoke and water. McMahen &
Granger had just received the full
complement of the season’s goods,
and carried a stock estimated to be
worth $85,000. Their loss will be
covered by insurance to the extent
of $65,000. The building was owned
_by Mr. C. W. Adams, who carried an
insprance of $50,000 in the Strat-
ford and Phocnix. The other com
panies interested are the Os#mmer-
cial Uniop Union' London Mutual,
Norwich Union, Atlas, Cafedonian,
Lond‘on Assurance, Liverpool & Lon-
don in about equal amountst

The cause of the fire is a mystery,
but is laid at the door of boys who
were smoking near some waste at
the rear of the premises during the
afternoon. When discovered the fire
had gained considerable headway,
and egged on by a stiff north wind
it made rapid progress until it had
gained complete possession, and was
belching forth flames from the front
from the basem2nt to the fourth
story.

The firemen did excellent work in
preventing the flames from spread-
ing. A number of incipient fires were
discovered just in time.

SET FIRE TO KER CLOTHING.

A BLOODY REVOLUTION.

King Alexander a_ndbueen Draga
Both Assassinated. -

Belgrade, Servia, June 11.—King
Alexander and Queen Draga were
shot to death in the royal palace
during the night.

The deed was carried out by the
army.

Besides the King and Queen, Pre-
mier Markovitch, Gen. Petroviteh
and former Minister of War Pav-
loviteh were shot.

Servian Minister Confirms it.

London, Junme 11.—M. Mijatovich,
Servian Minister at London, con-
firms the reported assassination of
the King and Queen of Servia.

Causes of the Trouble.

The Servian Minister said there
were many causes leading to the
revolution. A large section of the
people were greatly diseatisfied
witn th> tendency oi King Alexau-
der to climinate the radical ele-
ment irom the government, and by
the constanc rumors of his inten-
tion to appoint Queen Draga’s bro-
ther, Lupjevitsa, heir apparent. In
addition to this, Lhe Queen was dis=
likedd by the peop:e, who were zlso
intensely outraged at the recent
suspension oi the Comnstitution. The
Minister did not anticipate that
the changes would cesult in inter-
necine strite, or in any real dan-
gers to the couniry. He pointed out
that the orviginal Karageorge was
not a prince. He was a rich swinz
owner. Tue father of the uew king
was made a prince in 1842,

Mr. Mijatoviteh related a curioun
incident, He said that a month ago
he was present at g clairvoyaot's
seance, at which a letter writien
by the murdered king was handed
to the clairvoyant, who immidiate-
ly became intensely agitated, pre-
dicted that King Alexander would
be assassinated very shortly, and
even depicted the scene wh.ch ap-
pears to have beem enacted at the,
palace at Belgrade during, the
night. 2
May be No Civil War.

The tragedy ol Lhe=palace at Bel-
grade, marking the latest oif the
revolutions which have’ convulsed
Servia from time to time during
the past century, is not regarded
a1 diplggnatiz circles in London as
likely to lead to civil war. Stress
is laid on the unpopularity of King
Alexander’s marriage to Queen Dra-
ga. King Alcxander's successor,
Prince Karageorgeviteh, is a son-
in-law of the Prince of Montenegro
and is regarded as being most ac-
ceptable to the people. he univer-
sal anxiety oi.tne governments of
Europe for peace is advanced as a
recason why the Servian situation
is not likely to lecad to complica-
tions. Showd, however, these un-
expectedly arise, offivial circies
think an Auslrian-Hungary rmy
will immediately march into Servia
and restoresorder. This eveptuality,
however, is considered improbable,

Direct From Belgrade.

Cologne, June 11.—A private tele-
gram from Delgrade, Servia, states
that the army last night proclaim-
ed Peter Karagecrgevitcih 1o be
King of Servia. The. troops imue-
diately surrounded the Komnuak and
forced their way into the royal
palace, where they assassinated
King Alexander and Queen Draga.
The assassination oi the ininisters
occurred between 12 and 1 o'clock
this morning.

Prewender Enthroned.

A further telegram from the same
source says: The career of the
Obrenoviteh dynasty was closed in
the early hours of this morning.
To-day a rvequiem mass was being
sung in memory of Prince Michael,
and now the last of his race, to-
gethar with all connected with the
dynasty by his unfortunate mar-
riage, lies on a bier in the palace
at Belgrade.

The people of Belgrade have been
flocking the streets sinee 3 o'clock
this morning, discussing thc trag-
edy, but without condecmaation. A
strong detachment of troops isen-
camped about the palace of the
newly proclaimed King, who wasa
pretender to the throne for many
years. He was born in Belgrade in
1846, and was married in 1883 to
Princess Zorka, daughter of Prince
Nichiolas oi Mountenegro. She died in
1890.

Heard at Semlin.

Buda Pesth, June 11.—A\ despatch
from Semlin, Hungary, six miles
from Belgrade, confirms the state-
ment from Cologne of the assas-
sipation of King Alexander and
Queen Draga.

Queen Draga'’s Brother Slain.

London, June 11.=DPwspatches re-

“The Queen’s brother was struck
down with an axe. The King lived a
few minutes after being shot.

“The immediate cause of the revo~
lution was the return to Belgrade
of Lieutenant Lungievitza, brother of
the Queen, and a supposed candidate
for -the. throne. The surviving Minis-
ters have been arrested.

Plain Assassinat.on.

Belgrade, June 11.—A military revo
luticn brokea out there las1 nigit.

War, and some of the members of
the royal guard. Prince Karageorge-
vich was proclaimed King.

“To the Servian people,— Last
night the King and Queen were shot.
In this grave and = fateful moment
friends of the fatherland have com-
Jdined to form a new Governments
While the Government makes this
anucuncement to the peaple it ls
convinced that the Servian people
will gaiker. round it and lend it their
aid to maintain order and security
throuzhout the land. %

“The Govgrnment hereby makés
known that from to-day the consti-
iution or April Gth, 1201, comes in
force. A meeting of the National
representatives, dissolved by the pro-
clamation of March 24th, is sum-
mcned to meet at Belgrade on June
15th. (Signed) Jovan Avakumovics,
Premier ; LLjubonur Kalavics, For-
cign Minister ; Stojan Protics, Minis~
ter of the Interior ; Gorg. Ghenshics,
Minister of Commerce; Gen. Jorvan
Alanazkovics, Minister of War ; Vojis-
lav Velicovics, Minister of Finance;
Ccl. Alexander Machin, Minister of
Public Works ; Ljubomir Schiokovics,
Minister of Justice.”

Another Veision.

Cologne, June 11.—The Cologne Ga-
zette prints a despatch from Bel-
grade, which says a story is current®
there that the late Alexander was
recently considering effecting a sep-
aration from Queen’ Draga, and that
l.the latter, becoming aware of this,
planned preventive measures. Some.
high military officers last night, the
despatch adds, cntered the palace
and tried to carry off the Queen by;
force, but encountered strong resiste
ance on the part of the Queen’s parti-
zans, and in the fierce struggle which'
followed the King and Queen and
their respective supporters were
killed. ‘e

As the troops advanced the ex-
citement in the streets grew stead-
lly. In spite of the pouring rain.
thousands of people gathered in
the vieinity ef the palace. Every-
where troops were posted and field
guns were placed in position te
quickly deal with any opposition toe
the newly formed government's
will. The soldiers discarded theix
cockades bearing the late King
Alexander’s cipher, and. substituied
for it flowers, green twigs and
leaves.

Bands of young men paraded tie'
streets, waving flags and shouting
“Long live Karageorgeviteh.” Flage
are flying from nearlly every house
in Belgrade, and there is absolutelg
no display whatever of crape op
other signs of mourning. g

The royal standard hias been lowe
ered from over the palace. Reporte
from places outside Belgrade in-
dicate that the country accepts
the disappearance of the Obreno-
viteli dynasty without regret.

Will Europe Interfere ?
