Secretary McLallan’s Budget 
Speech Yesterday.

Tuibday, p. m., March 8.
After dinner, Hon. Mr. McLellan present­

ed the report of the Board of Agriculture 
for last year; also a return of the indebted 
ness of the commissioners of the general 
public hospital, St. John, aa well as state­
ment of cases treated there during the year.

Hon. Mr Blair introduced a bill to make 
certain changes in the constitution ot the 
province.

Hon. Mr. McLellan introduced a bill to 
provide for the registration of births, deaths 
and marriages.

Hon. Mr. Blair gave notice of the follow­
ing resolution

Resolved, Whereas, in the opinion of this 
bouse, public feeling in the country is gn- 
mistakably in favor of doing away with the 
legislative council, and vesting all powers 
of legislation within the province in the 
lieutenant governor and the house of assem-

^Whireat, Bills for attaining this object 
have passed this branch ot the legislature by 
vei'y large majorities, amounting almost to 
the entire vole ot" this house, and when sent 
tM^e council for its concurrence, have been 
tweeted; and

Whereat, In order that every effort may be 
made to bring about an understanding be­
tween the bouse and the legislative council, 
so that an amicable solution of this question 
may be arrived at; and,

Whereat, The council in its address to his 
honor, the lieutenant governor, in answer 
to the speech of his honor, at the opening of 

. the session of the legislature in the year 1885, 
referring1 to certain proposed legislation re­
lating to the legislative council, expre sed 
its willingness to consider the propriety of 
apooiniing a committee of that house to con- 
'Wtvitba committee which may be appoint­
ed by this house apon that subject; there-

Rerolved, That a committee consisting of 
five members of this house be appointed to 
confer informally with a committee of the 
legislative council, when appointed, upon 
the question of amending the constitution, 
of tuts province by abolishing the legisU 
live council, and that this resolution be 
communicated to the legislative council 
with a request that it will appoint a com­
mittee of mat body to confer Infor nally up­
on the subject of the abolition of the legis­
lative council with the committee appoint­
ed by this house.

Additions were made to the municipalities 
committee, which is now composed as fol­
lows: Palmer, Humphrey, Lewis, Bellamy, 
Russell, Whe ten, Harrison, Murray aud 
Wilson.

THE BUDGET SPEECH.
Hon Mr McLellan then began his 

budget speech, speaking as follows : Mr 
Speaker, in moving that you leave the 
chair, it is customary lor the provincial 
secretary to give to the house and coun­
try an idea of the financial standing or 
the nroyinoe. 1 will consider it my dut> 
not omy to explain to the house the 
position in which the finances of the 
country stand, but also to show in what 
way the revenue for 1886 has been ex 
pended. I do not approach the subject 
with any hesitancy, knowing as I do that 
the

on the part of the honorable members oi 
this house. I will be as brief as possible, 
but at the same time will endeavor to 
give a full statement of the country's af­
fairs. On page 8 of the auditor-general's 
report is fully set out the present indebt­
edness of the province, lc includes all 
the bonded and floating indebtedness, 
the cost of the importation as well as the 
Fredericton bridge loan. 1 claim that 
the financial condition of the country is a 
safe one, and that the government baa 
done well, considering the slight reven 
ues at its disposal to supply the different 
services that we have had to keep up. 
The policy of the government has been 
to

and at the same time contribute as large­
ly as possible out of the means at our 
disposai to the general n quirements of 
it • ptovmce. borne may say tint this 
lit ei|«iKUjr leiemiawl, tad ttUlt «

do not hesitate to say that we would like 
to increase the grants to certain services, 
we cannot overlook the fact that our in­
come is a limited one. The very large 
expenditure for education, roads and 
bridges and interest cannot very well be 
reduced, therefore the government are 
obliged to refuse assistance in other di­
rections, when the request of the appli­
cant very often would have met with 
favorable consideration. Of course the 
great services I have mentioned must be 
maintained. To withdraw the grants to 
education, roads and bridges would mean 
direct taxation. When we

LOOK AT THE MATTER OF INTEREST,

we will find that it is one of great impor­
tance for us to consider. In fact it is 
something astounding when our revenue 
is taken into consideration. In 1883, 
when this government came into power, 
the amount required for interest was 
$50,000. Now we are obliged to provide 
$94,000 for the same item. You may be 
toi i that the increase of interest is caus­
ed by the funded debt being rolled up 
by the present government. We ad.nit 
that to be a fact, but why is it? Who 
agreed to give a subsidy ot $3,000 a utile 
to a number of railroads? Was it not 
the late government that passed the act 
tn 1882? Instead of the total amount 
being $750,000 as stated by them, the 
sum will reach about twice that amount. 
Now, as I have said, this interest and the 
cost of education and roads and bridges 
must be provided lor. Beyond that 
there are other services that have to be 
looked after. In the estimates this year 
we have provided for all these services 
in as liberal a manner as our limited 
means will admit. I have an idea that

at no distant day.
Mr. Tweedie—From the sale of horses?
Hon. Mr. McLellan—Never mind the 

horses. Last year the house was inform­
ed by some members of the opposition 
that our estimates were wrong and that 
we were not. warranted in stating that we 
had every reason to believe that our re­
ceipts would amount to $633,425.64. Not 
only ha-1 the opposition in this house de­
clared that our estimates were erroneous, 
• -ut the same song was sung by our dear 
o.d friends up-stairs. The members of 
the upper chamber had gone over our 
estimates and in their goodness of heart 
ha l called our attention to some errors 
that they were s-tre we were making. Of 
course they hud no desire to find fault 1 
They figured out this matter,so fine that 
they were able to any to this house that 
<«ur estimates would tall short by $23,- 
789.94. Of course the members of the 
council onlv wanted to set the govern­
ment right, but when th y attempt that 
again they ought to get reliable iutbroi a- 
lion to work on. The fact is the
RECEIPTS WERE MORE THAN WE ESTIMATED

which shows how far astray were the op 
position and the members of the legisla­
tive council in reference to this matter. 
1 uiay say, Mr. Speaker, that the state­
ments are made in all honesty and sinceri­
ty, and that the government in its finan­
cial statement has no intention or desire 
to mislead the public.

The importai ion of horses by the gov­
ernment is a matter of importance to the 
country, and while some persons may 
agree in the selection, 1 have every rea­
son to believe that the great majority 
will uphold the action of tne government 
in tins respect. Tne importation was 
the result of the joint deliberations of the 
provincial board ot agriculture and the 
government, and I have no doubt that it 
will add materially to the wealth ana 
prosperity. of the country. The secre 
lary then told how he had been sent to 
the old country to purchase the horses, 
and predicted as a re.-ult of the impor­
tation that in eight years $1,0U0 would 
be realized from the sale of horses where 
$100 is not now obtained. Continuing, 
ilon. Mr. McLellan said : I am satisfied 
that in the near future the province will 
have reason to be thankful that tbe gov­
ernment, with the assistance of the board 
of agriculture, devised means by which 
this importation could be made.

WITHOUT REDUCING THE GRANTS

to other services, excepting that of agri­
culture. The farmer’s and breeders will 
have cause to be pleased with this de-
Êarture. I am not, Mr Speaker, in the 

abit of making a long speech, and will 
therefore proceed at once to explain how 
the receipts of last year compared with 
the estimates. In dominion subsidies 
the amount received was the sum esti­
mated and particulars are given on page 
10 ol the auditor general's report, i nder 
the heading of territorial revenue, it will 
be found that the receipts exceeded the 
estimate by $5,409. This was due to the 
fact that the cut of timber exceeded the 
quantity at first contemplated. This was 
one of the sources trout which, accord­
ing to the legislative council, we were to 
lose $15,000 lust year. No doubt the 
surveyor general will be please-1 to give 
fuller details in reference to this item.
I he lees in the provincial secretary’s 
•nice exceeded the estimate by $205, 
t ut this is an item that does not change 
much from year to year. The receipts 
in the agricultural department exceeded 
the estimate by $284 and particulars ol 
tins are given on page 14 of the auditor 
general's report. The

ESTIMATE OF INTEREST FROM BANKS 

was below the receipts by $444. There is 
the balance between the iotereat paid 
and interest received from the Maritime 
Bank on the government's current 
accounts. It includes the interest paid 
by the Bank of B. N. A. for a special loan 
of $80,000 outside of the amount of the 
loan which covered the Fredericton 
bridge and the advance tor the impor­
tation ot horses. Tbe receipts from tne 
lunatic asylum admissions were in excess 
ol the estimate by $920, but this was un­
fortunately due to the increase in the 
number of patients. The receipts under 
he heading of fees on private and local 

bills exceed the estimate by $70. In the 
item uiii-cellaneous receipts, the esti 
mate exceeded the receipts by $6,166. In 
making this estimate the claims against 
tbe school boards of St. Stephen and 
Havelock were included, which claims 
have not yet been settled. Let us now 
xamine

Under the heading of elections the 

estimate exceeded the expenditure by 
$1,046. These are the expenses of the 
general election in April last and details 
will be lound on page 114 of the auditor 
general's report. The estimate for ex 
ecutive government exceeded the ex­
penditure by $467. This service covers 
the salaries of the government and the 
officials, as well ns the travelling expenses 
of members of tbe executive.

The expenditure for fisheries, colonial 
exhibition, etc., exceeds the estimate by 
$1,001.52, the excess be ing explained as

items, saying that the expenditure ex­
ceeded the estimate by $2,390. At the 
tune of making the estimate, a change 
in the law regulating the public health 
waa contemplated and the estimate wa- 
made to meet tho requirements of the 
proposed law. The proposal was aban­
doned, at least for the last session, and 
hence the estimate was insufficient to 
meet tho expenses under the present 
law. .t may also be stated that the ex­
penditure includes the amounts advanc­
ed for protection against sutall-pox from 
the United States and Nova Scotia. The 
amounts have been refunded as appears 
in the account of receipts, under the 
head of miscellaneous, on page 15 of the 
auditor's report.

For public printing, the expenditure 
exceeded the estimate by $1,09-1. The 
excess in this item can be accounted for 
by tne fact that an unusual number of 
the report on education was printed for 
circulation in England, at the Lindon 
exhibition, and tbarged to this account. 
The dominion government afterwards 
refunded the province $1,112 for these

For public works, the expenditure ex­
ceeded tbe estimate by $2,265, and no 
doubt the chiei commissioner will be 
happy to give lull information as to all 
expenditures in that department. After 
dealing with the items of refunds, crown 
lands surveys and railway inspections, 
etu in page collections, and untorseen ex­
penses, Hon. Mr. MeLelhn took up the 

ESTIMATED RECEIPTS FOR 1887.
The government estimated from do­
minion subsidies $488.908.86 ; from ter­
ritorial revenue $125,000, amt no doubt 
the surveyor general will explain how he 
expects to realize that sum. The esti­
mated receipts from agriculture were 
placet! at $31,000. Interest receipts 
were placed at $800, although in view of 
the suspension of the Maritime Bank, 
the government might not be able to 
make an arrangement with another bank 
similar to the one they had with the 
Maritime Bank, that is being allowed in­
terest on daily balances. He deeply re­
gretted that the bank had got in diffi­
culties and hoped that its affairs would 
not be found to be as bad as some sup­
posed.

Tne sum of $9,000 was estimated for 
miscellaneous receipts and that included 
the sums due by the school boards of St. 
Stephen and Havelock. He hoped the 
house would grant such legislation as 
would enable the government to get the 
amount of these claims and was sorry the 
school boards named

HAD NOT SETTLED THEIR INDEBTEDNESS 

as had other school boards all over the 
province. He next referred to the ab­
stract of estimated expenditure for 1887, 
making special reference to each of the 
items. Contingencies bad been placed 
at $ 12,000 which, he thought, would be 
touud sufficient, considering the (act that 
the house has a first-class contingent 
committee, .n order to give proper sup­
port to the Fredericton deaf and dumb 
institution, so well managed by Mr 
Woodbridge, the government had found 
it necessary to withdraw the grant to tbe 
Halifax institut ion,an arrangement which 
he hoped would give satisfaction. As he 
had already mentioned $94,0(J0 were re­
quired for interest. Theie was no deny­
ing the fact that this was much to be re­
gretted, the amount named being in 
round number* nearly one sixth the re­
venue of the whole province. The sum 
of $35,000 was asked for the maintenance 
of the lunatic asylum. When it is con­
sidered riiat the
NUMBER OF INMATES HAS GREATLY INCREASED, 

the fact that there is no increase in the 
amount asked for the mainte nance of the 
institution should entitle the government, 
to credit, as the discussion last session 
proved the members of the old govern 
ment seldom or ever visited to the luna­
tic asylum, and of course were not in a 
position to notice any extravagance, in 
case there was any. He was satisfied 
that the surveyor-general and chief com­
missioner would be pleased to give any 
information in reference to their depart­
ments. He concluded With the state­
ment that he had tried to make himself 
as clear as possible. If he bad not done 
so it was on account of inability on his 
part, he said, and not from any desire to 
give a wrong idea to the house of the 
country's affairs. He hoped he had 
satisfied lion, members that the govern­
ment had been able to show that they 
had lived within their income, and he 
believed that while they did that they 
would have the confidence of the house 
and country.

Mr. Park replied and was followed by 
Hon. A. G. Blair, after which Mr. Tweedie 
and Hon. Mr. Ritchie spoke, the latter 
having the floor at 6 o’clock, when the
house adjourned._____________

sensation, but the action yesterday of most

u.ites at the face for goods, helped to restore 
* confidence in tbe institution. Notes bad 
hc*n bought on Tuesday and the early hours 
>t Wednesday, at 75 and 80 cents on the dol­

lar. but from noon yesterday till the early 
hours of to-day, holders were not disposed 
to sell at any such shave. To-day’s develop, 
m-nts, however, have changed the face of 
matters altogether. . Public confidence in 
the institution lias been withdrawn ; mer­
chants will not accept the notes at any price 
for trade or anything else ; and speculators

11 not touch them even at 50 cents on the 
dollar. The came of this is due to tbe fact 
that all notes discounted in the Maritime 
Btuk and which fall due after the 17lh instant 
have been hypothecated—that is placed in 
other banka where they must be taken up 
with current funds. This, it Is understood, 
was done last night.

There are many rumors afloat as to the 
immediate cause of the suspension ; but as 
yet nothing definite is known. No official 
statement has been made, and directors in 
St. John who have been interviewed will not 
give any information.
