DOUBLE FUNERAL FROM A FARM

The family 
have been greatly afflicted since last fall, 
some ten of the connection having pass­
ed away from what the doctors say is 
pneumonia, and to which the family are 
susceptible. John Foster and two sons 
have died, one is sick in-St. Joseph’s Hos­
pital who is not expected to live, and 
the mother.

There are rumors about the cause of 
so many death# in such a short time in 
the same family, and Mr. Peterson, 
Crown Attorney, has ordered a thorAigh 
investigation. Many think that it is ;

Two other members of the 
family "died a few months ago, and 
altogether, there have been ten deaths 
among-iCAnnoetions since October.

SCHEME OF MOBILIZATION,

One Under Consideration, Says Earl of 
Portsmouth.

London, May 14.—In the House of 
Lords to-day the Earl of Wenvyss and 
March, Conservative, called attention to 
the question of home defence. He as­
serted that the country was practically 
without nn arm and that there were 
not 60 up-to-date guns in the country. 
The question, he said, would be solved if 
the Government had the courage to ad­
opt the system of compulsory sendee at 
home and voluntary service abroad.

The Karl of Portsmouth, Parliament­
ary Secretary of.the War Office, reply­
ing, said the Governfaent had a mobil­
ization scheme under which it was hoped 
it could mobilize its forces for defence 
as quickly ns any continental power. 
Further schemes had been prepared for 
the defence of Britirii ports, which would 
3>e placed in a position to resist any sud­
den attack.

York.

New York, May 13.—-His Highness the 
Gaekwar of Baroda, accompanied by his 
wife, the Maharanee, and his brother, 
Sampatras. landed to-day from the 
steamer Celtic from Liverpool.. The 
Gaekwar is the second greatest prince 
in India, and the direct descendant of 
one of the Mahratta Generals who were 
rulers of India when the East India Com­
pany wrested control from them. He is 
the ruler of the State of Baroda, which 
has a population of 2,000,000. and an area 
of 8,000 square miles. The Maharanee 
is 23 yearn old, and is the mother of
