An Earthquake. in England,

At 9.30 on Tuesday an earthquake shock
was felt in the eastern couuties ot England.
At Ipswich the walis of the houses were
shaken, plates were rattled and bells rung,
The people were thrown into such a state
of consternation that business was suspended.
The shock was still more severe at Colchester.
The concussion iasted hali -a minute. The
first symptom was a deep rumbling sound,
which was speedily iollowed by a quaking
and shaking of all the buildings. The tall

chimney stacks of factoriesfell. and other lorty -

structures were destroved. The spire of one of
the largest churches in the city, 150 feet high,
fell with an awful crash. In one part of the
city a fire was caused by the shock.

In private houses tables and chairs were
overturned, giassware shattered, and
pictures and other ornainents :ﬁ
to the floor. Men, women,
children rushed siirieking into the streets.
At Chelmsford one shock was so severe that
the people were filled with terror, At the
south end the earth trembled for miles
around. The windows n many dwellings
were broken and chimneyvs were demolished.
At Maldon the town hall and private houses
swayed. The wave passed from the south to
north. In the Strand, London, the busi-
ness houses were perceptibly rocked and the
employés fled. The duration of the chock at
Ipswich is estimated at three seconds, The
earthquake has caused a general feeling of
alarm.

Colchester was the centre of the disturo-
ance. In some of the streets traffic is tor-
bidden, as the buildings are in a dangerous
condition. The side walls of houses near
Colcnester were snaken out. At Ipswich a
mansion was shattered and the railway depot
partiaily destroyed. The damage at Col-
chester 1s estimated at £10,000,

At Colchester a child was killed and a
woman’s skuil was iractured. The woman
is in a precarious condition. There were
many narrow escapes, The old parish charch
at Langenhoe was demolished. The place
looks as 1f it has been bombarded. An
invalid at Wivandve died from terror. The
damage there will reach $4,000. At Cogges-
hail a number of school giris rushed panic-
stricken into the streets, and many of them
were crushed.

RAILWAY NEWS,

north of Milwaukee, the crossing ot Pike
river.
