pected For Canada

Ottawa, July 22—A highly optimis-
tic report regarding the péssibilitics
of heavy immigration ta Canada
from the United-Kingdom, is.brought
back by W, E. Scott and Russell Wil-
son, who, fon the past six months,
have been engaged overseas in the
selection of immigrants under the
plan of the .Soldlers’ Settlement
Board. (Messrs. Scott and Russell
declare that Canada is looked upon
ovenseas as a land of promise and
that the demand for berths to the
transport-
atien facilities availabie.

In fact they declare Canada 18 In
for the biggest immigration rush
which she has had for many ‘enrs
past.

As a direct result of their efforts,
on behalf of the Settlement. Board,
600 carefully slelacted settlers will
be added to the farming communit-

active service and all are consider-
ed suited for agricultural’ purposes
Each man is required to have a cap-
ital of at least $1,000 and transpor-
taticn is paid by the Imperial auth-
orities. The majority are of the of-
ficer class. Many or them have cap-
ital far 'n excess of the minimum
mequired and sufficient to establish
them on substantial farms or ranch-
es.
