One of the organs of the
leader of the Grits, as to their foreign
policy, says : ‘ What the advocates of un
restricted Reciprocity want is to have more
Canadian goods and fewer Canadian men
crossing the border.” This is a complete
reversal of their real object, as plainly de
clared by Mr. Wiman and his associates
on the other side of the line and with a
little more reticencer on this side. The
correct version of what the Conmtinental
Free Trade advocates wantis “to have
more United States goods crossing the
border.” Among our neighbors the chief
inducement held out for commercial an
nexation is that our markets will be open
ed to their manufactured goods, that their
factories will be allowed to supply Canada.
In this country the same idea is conveyed
by the attempt to delude the farmers into
beleiving that with Continental Free
Trade they will be able to buy cheap
Yankee goods, though as a matter of fact
the average prices of manufactured goods
are higher across the international boun-
dary The main object of the movemseds
in its commercial aspect is to supplant the
output ‘of Canadian industries by im
portations from the United States. The
great increase expected is in the transport
of goods from the United States into Can-
ada, not the other way. If we are to send
there more of anything it is to be of cheap
natural products and raw materials, that
is the less remunerative business. Such is
the future sketched out for us by the
Wimanites of both countries.
As to fewer Canadian men cressing the
border, that is another false assumption.
The great object being to close our factor-
ies in order that they may be supplanted
by the manufacturers of the United States,
it necessarily puts a very large number
of Canadian operatives out of employment.
These men and their families would not
stay here to starve, and many of them
would hasten across the border to a land
which is not above obtaining the higher
profits of manufacturing, and where oper-
atives are not described as being robbers
after the genial and patriotic fashion of
the Grit press. There would be' a steady
flow of such men across the border if Mr.
Wiman and his associates could obtain
their wish to close our factories. As in-
idental to this our farmers
would have to suffer the loss of the profit-
able custom of the departed operatives for
many of the smaller and more perishable
products of the farm, thus seriously re-
ducing agriculturel profits. To blind them
to this fact such pretences s we have
quoted above are made by the Wimanites,
but our farmers are too intelligent to be
thus deceived. — Empire.
